1. For most Egyptians, the family is the focus of daily acti&ity as well
as the center of social lLife and the arbiter of values. Primary loyalty is
to the family, and personal honor and identity are inextricably bound to
one's kinsfolk.

Roles within families are defined according to age and sex. In general,
the old rule the young, and the males rule the females. A young man obeys
and respects his father, but from an early age he dominates his wife,
mother, sisters, aunts, and other female relatives. Any power a woman
exercises in the household is derived either from‘seniority over other

women in the family or from her domineering personality.

2._ Family members usually express solidarity and respect for the family's
honor and reputation. Honor is essential to social life, and a respectable
standing in the community cannot be maintained without it. Thus, men strive
to maintain respect. Although basically a male prerogative, honor can be
maintained or lost by the women of the family.

Women maintain the family's honor by remaining sexually inviolate and
by allowing‘themselves to be controlled by their men. Men and women who are
not close relatives avoid one another in order to keep the women out.of
temptation's way. A woman publicly known to have engaged in improper
relations with men has blemished the family honor and must be redeemed by
action as drastic: as death. |

To some extent, sexual segregation is basic to Egyptian social life. Even
modern.Egyptians mix less with the opposite sex than their Weéternlcoun-
térparts. The sexes constitute separate subsocieties, each with its own
interests, values and perceptions, and the two worlds. of men and women often

intersect only at home.

3. Egyptians determine kinship patrilineally. A typical household con-
sists of a husband and wife (or wives); their single and married sons and
and their sons' wives and children; their unmarried daughters; and possib;y
other relatives, such as a widowed or divorced mother or sister.

Upon the death of the father, éach son establishes his own househb;d
and the cycle is repeated. It is assumed that all persons will marry when
they reach the appropriate age, but if they do not, they live with relatives
rather than alone. A single man living alone is considered unusual; a

single woman, almost unthinkable.

If this
is not possible, the family seeks a match with a family of at least an equal
social standing in order to maintain or strengthen economic énd political

status.

2. An Islamic marriage is a civil contract rather than a religious sac-
rament. Representatives from both families, usually the parents, negotiate
an agreement while the prospective spouses watch in silence. Each contract
establishes the size and nature of the dowry to be brought to the union by
the woman's.family and the size of the payment to be made by the man's
family.

Islam grants the husband far more privileges than the wife. Although he
can have four wives at one time, she is allowed only éne husband. A man can
divorce his wife merely by repeating "I divorce thee" three times before
witnesses. Forva woman, breaking the marriage cpntract is much more
difficult. Even if she leaves her husband for a good reason, fhe law'may

compel her to return to him.

3. Men expect their brides to be virgins, even though they themselves
may not be.l Traditionally, virginity has been determined by the bride's
bleeding at consummation. Failure to bleed, in fact, is sufficient grounds
to declare a marriage void.

The educated urban population has bequn to seek greater éocial freedom.

University students and white-collar workers often attend social functions
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in mixed groups and even go on afternoon dates with members of the opposite
sex. Such relationships are still far from acceptable, however, and
conflicts with parents are common. Nevertheless, more and more men are
choosing their own wives, and young women are expressing their preferences

or refusing to honor parental choices.
In villages and towns, male social interaction takes place outside the
home, often in cafes where friends meet to discuss politics and to conduct

business. Many women, in both yural and urban areas, hold jobs without

which their families could not survive.
