2. Uhile the English verb has one and the same ending for all persons in
the past tense, the Bulgarian verb has a special ending for each person

except for 214 and 3rd persons singular which do not have endings, but rep-
resent the verbal stem for the past tense andg therefore are alwavs alike.

The formation of the past tense will be dealt with in several lessons.

II. MEANING AND USAGE OF THE PAST TENSE

The past tense expresses an action which has been accomplished anytime be-
fore the moment in which it is mentioned. The user is always witness or
doer of the action.

III. FORMATION OF THE PAST TENSE
