As you can see the 2nd and the 3rd person singular have zero
endings, i.e., these forms equal the stem of the verb.
The simple past tense is formed when the above endings are added to
the stems of the verbs. We will learn these stems as we go along.
The verbs of the 3rd conjugation have the same stems for both the
present an& the past tenses. The endings for the simple past tense
are added directly to the stem of the present tense.
