THE ADVERBIAL PARTICIPLE

a. Formation

The adverbial participle is a verbal form which modifies another
verb showing additional action, "It is tramslated into English
with the present participle-ing.

The adverbial participle is formed only from the imperfective
aspect of a verb with the ending ~#EM which is added to the
stem* of the verb, The verbs of the 2nd group change their
stem vowel ¥ to E,.
