Armor

All modern armies pay great attention to the development of
armored equipment because it, better than anything else, with-
stands the destructive effects of a nuclear explosion. During
the bilateral use of weapons of mass destruction in combat, tank
units, together with other branches, will play a significant role
in all ground operations.

A tank is a tracked combat vehicle noted for high mobility
and cross-country capability, impressive firepower, and armor pzro
tection.

A tank is composed of several mechanical groups and devices.
These are the armored body, turret, armament, engine group,
drive train, undercarriage, and auxiliary devices (observation
equipment, electrical equipment, communications equipment, fire-
fighting equipment, heating equipment, and so on). Each group an
mechanism provides specific combat characteristics of the tank.
All of the characteristics are closely related with some overlap.
For example: the better the maneuverability of the tank, the less
er its vulnerability: the greater the firepower and the better
the armor protection, the greater freedom of movement on the
battlefield. Maneuverability of a tank is provided by the
engine, drive train group, undercarriage, and also by the obser-
vation equipment. The engine and drive train determine the
tank s speed and responsiveness to handling. The undercarriage
with tracks, determines its cross-country capability. Firepower
is provided by the armament, stabilization of the gun, and the
fire~control mechanisme.

Battle tanks are categorized as heavy, medium, and light.

Heavy tanks (with a weight greater than 50 tons) are de-
signed for combat with enemy tanks, self-propelled guns, and
to overcome heavy field fortifications.

Medium tanks (weighing 20 to 50 tons) are used in all types
of combat operations. They operate with motorized rifle units as
their direct support; they pursue and destroy the enemy, or rein-
force the defense.

Light tanks (weighing up to 20 tons) are used primarily for
reconnaissance.

Besides the conventional battle tanks, special tanks, such
.as amphibious, assault, flamethrowing, mineclearing, recovery, ai
crame-equipped tanks are also used. The nomenclature describes
its use.
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Protective Armor

Armor thickness, quality, and the angle of slope (on the body
and turret) determine armor protection. Tanks have varying armor
protection depending on the tank type.

Protective armor protects the crew, mechanical equipment and
devices from machinegun fire and shrapnel, and in the case of heavy
and medium tanks, it protects against the direct effect of ‘artillery
rounds. ’

Protective armor protects against the effect of the pressure
wave of a nuclear explosion, greatly (many times) reduces its
effect on the crew, substantially decreases the direct effect of
penetrating radiation, and protects the crew from flash.

Thickness of armor varies. The armor is thickest on the front
part of the tank body and turret. It is thinner on the back and
sides. The thinnest armor is on the bottom and top of the tank
body. The greater the slope of the armor, the more the penetrating
effect of the antitank round is minimized.

Firepower

» The worth of the tank gun is determined by these factors: its
©..0.7. accuracy and effectiveness of fire; its range and rate of fire;
R its capability to engage multiple targets on the move; the type
and quantity of ammunition for destroying diverse targets.

The tank gun is not only specified for combat with tanks and
other armored vehicles, but also for fighting enemy infantry and
artillery. Therefore, all tanks have ammunition of two basic
types: armor-piercing for destruction of armored targets; and high
explosive-fragmentary for destruction of personnel, nonarmored
equipment, and combat engineer obstacles. '

Basically, there are three types of armor-piercing rounds:
high explosive-armor piercing rounds; subcaliber rounds (armor
piercing-discarding sabot); and shaped-charge ‘rounds.

A high explosive-armor piercing round pierces armor, thus kill-
ing the crew and destroying the equipment of the tank. Fragments
of the round or armor, the shock wave from the explosion of the
round, and its incendiary effects are all destructive factors.

A subcaliber round plierces armor with its steel core, and
then Xills the crew and destroys the equipment with armor and core
fragments.

3 shaﬁed—charqe'round with the armor fragments and the pres-
sure of hot gases kills the crew and destroys the equipment.
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Machineguns are used for the destruction of enemy troops up
to a distance of 600 m. The turret-mounted machinegun is coaxial
with the tank gun and utilizes the same sights (fire control op-
tics). The second machinegun 1is mounted in the front of the tank
body (bow-mounted), and is aimed manually (by observation), or
firmly mounted and aimed by positioning of the tank.

Large caliber antiaircraft machineguns located on special

mounts on the tank turret prove to be very useful. It is also
possible to conduct fire at ground targets from these machineguns.

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PT-76 AMPHIBIOUS TANK

The Soviet PT-76 amphibious tank is also found in the inven-
tories of the armies of the Warsaw Pact countries. It is mostly
used in reconnaissance. It proved valuable even in airborne
assaults. It is noted for high reliability and operational
capabilities.

The tank has a weight of 14 tons. It is 6.91 meters long,
3.14 meters wide, and 2.25 meters high. It has a crew of three,
and inside are stored 40 main gun rounds, 1000 machinegun rounds,
300 assault rounds, 20 signalling rounds, and 15 hand grenades.

As its basic armament, the tank has a 76.2mm gun designed
for combat with the tanks and self-propelled guns of the enemy
and also for the destruction of other armored vehicles and per-
sonnel, silencing of artillery, and other sources of fire. It is
possible to use it (main gun) to fire to a range of 1200 meters.
The maximum rate of fire is seven aimed rounds per minute. This
means that the intervals between individual rounds are less than
nine seconds. The barrel of the gun has a rifled bore, which pro-
vides the round with a stabilizing rotation. The muzzle brake at
the end of the barrel is a hollow cylinder with openings on the
sides. The gases which propel the round strike the edges of the
muzzle brake and forcefully jolt the barrel forward. Through
this, the effect of the rearward surge is lessened, attaining
shorter recoil, increasing the utilization of the turret area.

On the barrel is a cylindrical reinforcement with which the ejec-
tor is covered and which draws out the powdered gases from the
barrel after discharge.

In the turret is a 7.62mm machinegun coaxial with the main
gun specified for destruction of ground targets, mainly person-
nel. The greatest range of fire-utilizing sights is 2000 meters
and the rate of fire is 200-250 rounds per minute.

The radio transceiver, R-113, secures external communications
with a range of 20 kilometers. An intercom (secures) internal
(communications).

Hydrojets on the sides of the body in the lower part of the
engine area provide movement in water. The tank can maneuver in
water both forward and backward up to 10 km/hr and range up to
70 km. It is possible to use weapons even during water maneu-
vering. It can overcome a water obstacle even with the assault
force on the rear of the body. The assault force maintains com-
munications with the tank commander by intercom.
