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PREFACE

This volume is part of the Czech Basic Course that has
been developed at the Defense Language Institute, Foreign
Language Center, to train native English language speakers to
Level 3 proficiency in understanding, speaking, reading, and
writing Czech in the Institute's intensive programs. It
contains the Grammar Practice Exercises to accompany Lessons 91
through 127 of the Czech Basic Course. The lesson designations
correspond to those of the Czech Basic Course, Volumes V & VI.
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INTRODUCTION

This volume can be used with an instructor or in a self-
paced, self-instructional mode since tapes accompany each
exercise.

Each exercise is followed by a quiz that is distributed
by the instructor. Students may check the correctness of
their answers against a key corresponding to the exercise.
Only after a student has passed the guiz will he/she be
allowed to proceed to the next lesson.

Suggestions for Using ‘this Volume

1. When used in the classroom with an instructor.

The students may have the texts open, but the part con-
taining the answers should be covered. The instructor then
goes through the exercises in the following manner:

a. Presents the correct model.
b. Lets one student repeat and translate the model.
c. Gives the cue.

d. Lets another student give the correct response and
translation. ‘

After ascertaining that the students have mastered the
material, the instructor distributes the quiz to the students.
Each quiz has a time limit and the time is controlled by the
instructor. When the students have finished the quiz, the
instructor will collect all quizzes and check them against
the key. Those students who failed to meet the criterion
will be instructed to restudy the lesson and take the quiz
again. The student will not be allowed to take the same
quiz more than twice.

2. When used as a self-paced, self-instructional mode (with-
out a tape). :

The student reads the explanations, examples and instruc-
tions. Then he/she goes through the exercise in the pre-
scribed manner, i.e., covers the answers with a suitable card
(provided in each book), works out the individual problems
and only then checks the answers with the solutions, sliding
the card down the page, line by line.

It is strongly fecommended that the student read the
Czech part--models, cues and questions--aloud and also
voice the correct answers whenever possible.

Upon completion of the exercise, the student will ask the
instructor for the corresponding quiz which must be completed
within the time limit established for each quiz. The instruc-
tor will then provide the student with a key containing the
answers and will discuss the student's mistakes, if any. The
student must meet the criteria before being allowed to proceed
to the next exercise.

3. When used with a tape as a self-paced, self-instructional
mode.

Each tape centains the lesson number, the exercise number
and the page number on which the exercise appears in the text.
The student will proceed as under 2 above, i.e., with the
correct solutions covered. He/she will perform the required
tasks but instead of sliding the card down to check the
correct solutions in the text, he/she will hear the correct
solutions on the tape. He/she will then repeat each response
during the pause provided.

In order to work at his/her own pace, the student will
control the progression of the tape using the "pause" button
while doing the required exercises. When repeating the
correct solution the student should:

a. Pronounce the words correctly.

b. Use the correct word stress.

c. Use the correct sentence stress.

d. Imitate the correct intonation.

Basically, there are two categories of radio communications.

They are "radio telephone”

(radiofonické spojeni), and "radio

telegraph" (radiotelegrafni spojeni).
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In radio telephone communication, transmission of messages
is conducted by voice. " In radio telegraph communication, mes-
sages are transmitted by special symbols (codes) with the aid
of a telegraph key (Morse code) or printing equipment.

In this course we are primarily interested in radio tele-
phone communication (radiofonické spojeni). Radio telephone
communication can be carried out either by two stations, "radio
link" (radiovy smér); or by three or more stations, "radio net"
(radiova sit).

In radio communication, important words such as names of
people, places, or abbreviations, are normally spelled phoneti-
cally. The phonetic alphabet (Volume V, page 79) is used for
this purpose. The use -of words other than those contained in
the phonetic alphabet is strictly forbidden.

A Czech radio operator would accomplish the transmission of
the message "PY¥esulite se ihned na Stojan," (Move immediately
to Stojan —'Stojan' being a code name for a certain place)
in the following manner:

"Lipa zde Dub, zprava 'P¥esunte se ihned na Stojan,’

hldskuiju 'Svatopluk TomdS, Otakar, Josef, Adam, Neruda--—

STOJAN'; p¥ijem."

To simplify and speed up communication, signdly (signals)
are used. These are usually: alert (varovné, vystra¥né),

combat (bojov€), and general (sluZebni) types. ~Sluzebni
signals are for testing communication.

Signals can be either a combination of letters, a combina-
tion of numbers, or a combination of letters and numbers.
These are always preceded by the word "51gnal" (with the excep-
tion of sluZebni types).

It is extremely important that such signals (code words)
always be transmitted slowly.

"Adam zde BoZena, signdl--VLK 333=--hldskuju 'Vdclav,
Ludvik, Karel'--VLK 333, prijem."

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THE CONDITIONAL MOOD

The Czech conditional mood, just as the English subjunctive
mood, is used to express a wish or a condition contrary to the
fact (something which is not true). In English, a condition
which is contrary to the fact is usually introduced by the
word "if."  In Czech, the conjunction kdy- acts as a prefix to
the conditional bych, bys, by, bychom, byste and by.

Study the grammar analysis of Lesson 104, Czech Basic:

The choice of the passive voice normally depends on the
point you want to emphasize. If a verb is in the passive
voice, the subject is the receiver of the action. The doer or
agent, when known, is included in the English sentence with
the "by" phrase. In the Czech sentence, the doer is in the
instrumental case: :

The passive voice consists of the auxiliary verb byt in
its various forms (present, past or future) and of the passive
participle. It is used only with transitive verbs (durative and
punctual) mainly in the past tense.

Study the grammar analysis of Lesson 107, Volume V, pages
185 and 186.

Verbs with se can be used to express the passive. Both
punctual and durative verbs can be used.

Durative Verb

Present: Tam se stavi dtm. A house is being built there.
Past: Tam se stavél dim. A house was being built there.
Future: Tam se bude stavét A house will be built there.

dim.

Punctual Verb

Future: Tam se postavi dim. A house will be built there.

Past: Tam se postavil A house was built there.

Note: There is agreement, but only in the third person
singular and plural, in gender between the subject
and the verb: Tovdrna se stavéla; and in number
between the subject and the verb: Tovdrny se
stavély.

The use of the reflexive passive is limited to the third
person of the singular and plural. The person who carries out
the action is not named. If it is necessary to name the agent
or doer, the reflexive passive is not used. Instead, the
ractive or passive voice is used,
