Workbook 2 .contains articles on military topics such as maneuvers,
military technology, and the role the military plays in relief efforts
after floods, fires, and airplane disasters. These newspaper
articles, all at proficiency level 1+, have been taken from

Rud€ prawro, a Czech daily newspaper.

This is the first book at level 1+. You will find that the exercises
accompanying each text will concentrate on the basic reading

strategies of skimming for the main idea and scanning for specific
information. In addition, you will also practice strategies such as

- identifying key words that help you grasp
the main idea,

« guessing the meaning of key words from
context,

+ predicting the information carried in a text.

Instruct student A to make a
sentence containing one of the words on the board to begin a
narrative. Student B will then continue the narrative using
another word from the board in a sentence. The pairs of
students will continue to take turns in making sentences until
all the words on the board have been used and the narrative is
complete. )

Once they have completed their narrative, ask each pair of
students to present their narrative to the rest of the class.

Unit 25—Ethiopia-and Zaire

a.

Give the students two small pieces of paper. On the first piece of
paper each student writes a simple action based on the news
items in Unit 25. For example: getting out of the plane and
waving to the crowds; asking for money; guarding the boarder;
writing a report, etc. On the second piece of paper, each student
then writes an adverb, for example: quickly, slowly, anxiously,
angrily. When students have written their suggestions, collect
the papers and put them in piles face down.

Ask each student to team up with a partner. Each pair selects
two pieces of paper, one from the action pile, the second from
the adverbs pile. Both mime the action in the manner
described by the adverbs. The rest of the class watches and
questions the pair using yes/no questions until the class
guesses what the action is and how it is being mimed.
