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Subcourse Overview

This book is the sixth in a series of 10 Czech Reading Workbooks
written for linguists serving in the United States armed forces.

Workbook 6 contains articles on topics ranging from the armed
forces in China to the official Czech press view on the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO). These newspaper articles, all
at proficiency level 2, have been taken from Rudeé prédvo, a Czech
daily newspaper and Ceskoslovensky vojdk and Atom, which
are both military magazines.

This is the first workbook at level 2. You will find that the reading
strategies in this book continue building on the basic strategies of
skimming for main ideas and scanning for specific information. You
will also find in this book exercises requiring reading strategies
such as

* identifying grammatical cues to understand the
meaning of unfamiliar words,

» getting the gist of a text without getting bogged
down in details,

« distinguishing between levels of importance of
information in a text,

» using key words to predict the content of a text,

» using one paragraph to predict the content of the
next paragraph.

Unit 31—Lance Missiles

The population of Sri Lanka can be divided into two major groups,
the Singhalese and the Tamils. The Singhalese, consisting of 74% of
the population, are the majority group, and the Tamils comprise 18%
of the population. Tensions between these two groups have -
escalated into open conflict, and in 1987, the situation deteriorated
to such a point that the president called upon India to send troops to
help restore order. This move has been criticized by many Sri
Lankans within the Singhalese community who fear that it will be
hard to dislodge the Indian troops when the Tamil question is
settled.

In this unit, you will be working with several articles published in
Rudé€ prdvo during that time. These articles should help you
understand the conflict as well as introduce you to the sequencing of
events in the Czech press.

Background N a1

In the following texts, you will come across the abbreviation LTTE,
which stands for Liberation Tigers of Tamil Elam. (Elam means
freedom.)
