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Subcourse Overview

This is the tenth and last book in a series of the Czech Reading
Workbooks written for linguists serving in the United States armed
forces.

Workbook 10 contains articles on topics ranging from Afghanistan
after Soviet troop withdrawals to the training of animals for work
in the US army. These articles, all at proficiency level 2+, have been
taken from Rudé€ prdvo, a Czech daily newspaper.

This Workbook is at level 2+. By now you are used to the basic
reading skills of skimming for main ideas and scanning for specific
information. You will also find in this book exercises requiring
reading strategies such as

identifying the tone of a text,

* identifying formulaic expressions and political
jargon,

 looking for organizational patterns of sequence in a
text,

* distinguishing between main ideas and supporting
detail.

* reading between the lines (inferential reading).

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Unit 46—Afghanistan After Soviet Troop Withdrawals(1)

In this unit you will read articles on the situation in Afghanistan
after the withdrawal of Soviet troops. The Afghan government,
established during the Soviet presence, is fighting the opposition
groups, which the Czech press labels "bandits,” "terrrorists," and
mujaheddin. You will also read about the provisional government
created by the opposition in February, 1989. The opposition is led
by a "Sura” which is a Persian term for council. The articles you
will read are written from the socialist point of view, and therefore
supportive of Soviet intervention and of the communist government
in Afghanistan. However, in view of the changes taking place in
Eastern Europe, this kind of politically slanted reporting may be
changing.
