Czechoslovak artillery.

All lessons in the series, Czechoslovak Artillery, simulate
the interrogation of a source captured in a fictitious armed con-
flict in Europe. In this lesson, the interrogator guestions a
captured Czech officer about the composition and identification of
his unit from the lowest to the highest echelon.

At the end of this lesson, you will be able to guestion the
source and obtain information from him about the organization and
identification of Czechoslovak artillery units. You should be able
to speak with confidence and comprehend spoken and written texts
without consulting lexical aids.

Artillery Organization

Artillery is a combat arm designated for fulfilling fire mis-
sions on behalf of other combat arms. It is noted for its capabil-
ity to conduct impressive and accurate fire at great distances, to
carry out extensive fire and movement maneuvers, and guickly con-
centrate fire on important targets.

Organizationally, the artillery is divided into formations
(divisions, brigades), units (independent battalions, regiments),
and subunits (batteries, platoons, sections, crews).

As far as an organizational subordination is concerned, artil-
lery is classified as either organic or reinforcing artillery.

Motorized rifle and tank units and formations have organic
(their own) artillery. Artillery units and subunits organization-
ally incorporated into motorized rifle and tank divisions are
referred to as divisional artillery. Artillery subunits organi-
zationally incorporated into motorized rifle and tank regiments
(battalions) are regimental (battalion) artillery.

Reinforcing artillery is temporarily assigned to subunits,
units, and formations on important sectors of the front for the
support of their combat operations. Assigned personnel follow the
orders of their own commander.

The basic firing and tactical artillery unit is an artillery
battalion. It consists of several batteries, as a rule, with the
same type of artillery pieces, and of units supporting reconnais-
sance, fire control, communications and supply.

The battery is also a firing and tactical unit. It consists
of firing platoons and supporting units. When fulfilling fire mis-
sions, as a rule, the battery is deployed in one firing position,
and it can simultaneously fulfill one or two firing tasks from a
concealed--or several firing tasks according to the number of guns
in the battery--from unconcealed (open) firing positions.

The firing platoon consists of one or several guns (mortars,
rocket launchers). It fulfills firing tasks within a battery or
independently.

As a rule, the gun (mortar, rocket launcher) crew performs
its task in combat within a platoon and fulfills its fire missions

from concealed or unconcealed (open) firing positions.

The soldiers manning the gun {(mortar, rocket launcher) com-
prise a gun (mortar, rocket launcher) crew.
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Supporting units carry out reconnaissance, fire support, and
communications.

Artillery is categorized according to:

a. construction - tube artillery, rocket artillery;

b. manner of use - ground (field, antitank, antiaircraft, moun-
tain, shore, fort) artillery, naval (ship, shore) artillery;

c. manner of mobility - towed artillery, self-propelled artillery;

d. organizational subordination - organic artillery, reinforcing
artillery. )

According to subordinatiéh‘in combat, reinforcing artillery
can be categorized as: attacheq[‘general support (remains sub-
ordinate to its parent unit), and augmenting.’ Artillery attached
for the support of ground troops;is called close support artillery.

Identification designatignﬁdf the artillery units is similar

to the motorized rifle and tank units. Every formation, unit, and
subunit has its own number. B

Example:

1st Squad (Section), 3rd Firing Platoon, 2nd Battery, 3rd
Battalion, 5th Regiment, 9th Brigade, 7th Division.

As a rule, numerical designations of sections (squads),
Platoons, batteries and battalions are from (number) one to
(number) three.

Example:

1st, 2nd, 3rd Squad (gun); 1st, 2nd, 3rd‘Platoon,,and‘so one.

Special subunits and units have their own names, not numbers.

Example:

Headquarters Platoon, Transportation Platopn; Mortar Platoon,
Meteorological Platoon; Gun Battery, Howitzer Battery, ATGM Bat-
tery; Independent Reconnaissance Artillery Battalion, Air Defense
Missile Battalion, Sound-ranging Battalion, and so on.

Regiments, brigades, and divisions also have higher numbers.

117th Air Defense (Artillery) Regiment, 12th Artillery Bri-
gade, 11th Artillery Division.

Composition, Organization, and Identification

The grouping of forces in this manner is usually task-
related, and it's done solely to provide the maneuver com-
mander continuous artillery support with the required
degree of centralized control.

How long are these assets kept together?

It depends; for instance, artillery groups established

for the defense are normally maintained intact until the
offense is resumed. Groups formed to support the offense
are generally dissolved or reorganized when the supported

‘maneuver units enter the exploitation phase of an opera-

tion..«. BAll I'm trying to say is, that the groups are
formed or dissolved in accordance with plans and orders
of higher headquarters, as the situation may require.

What type unit is normally supported by this "Mission
Oriented Grouping"?

Usually a division-size unit.

What 4id you mean by "the required degree of centralized
control"?

The fact that, at regiment and above, an artillery officer
plans and coordinates artillery fires while serving on

the staff of maneuver unit commanders.

What is this officer responsible for?

He is responsible for controlling the artillery units

organic or attached to the maneuver unit, although he
does not command them.
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Now, Lieutéenant Vliach, let's talk about the organization
of the 17th Artillery Group. What is the command and
control element of the 17th Artillery Group?

The group headgquarters.
What elements are directly subordinate to the 17th
Artillery Group?

There is a group headgquarters, a headquarters battery, a
fire control battery, and an antiaircraft battery; that,

of course, is the core of the grouping.

What exactly do you mean?

Uh...just that there are other units....

What other units are directly subordinate to the 17th
Artillery Group?

Let's see, there are three artillery battalions, a chemical

- platoon, and a supply and service battery.

How is the Headquarters, 17th Artillery Group organized?

I don't know.

How '‘is the Headquarters Battefy, 17th Artillery Group

Artillery Gun

An artillery gun has the following main parts:

1. barrel with breech;

2. gun carriage;

3. sight;

4. spare parts and accessories.

The barrel with the breech consists of the barrel itself,
breechblock, muzzle brake, and the breech.

The gun carriage is divided into upﬁér and lower parts.

The sight consists of both a panoramic sight and a telescope.

The spare parts and accessories are for the gun, battery, bat-
talion, and regiment.

The most important part of the gun is the barrel. The barrel
gives the projectile direction, velocity, and if it is rifled, also
rotation.

The barrel itself can be {made) either from one piece (mono=-
layer) or it can be a complex (multi-layer) barrel.

The chamber is in the rear part of the ‘barrel bore, and it is
made to fit the shape of the casing.

Rifling of the bore of the barrel is for the purpose of giving
the projectile its rotatione. Rifling consists of grooves and lands.

Lands are the higher parts in between the grooves.

The caliber is the distance of two 099051te lands. It is stated
in millimeters.

The breech is located in the breechblock. As a rule, it is a
separate part connected to the barrel with a screw connection.

Contemporary guns use two types of breeches--wedge (type), or
screw (type). Wedge breeches can be either horizontal or vertical.

There are lunettes in the rear of the barrel for holding the
moving parts of the recoil mechanism.

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Some guns have a muzzle brake screwed onto the muzzle of the
barrel. By using a muzzle brake, it is possible to increase the
gun's performance, and substantially lower its weight. The muz-
zle brake can brake a ‘large part of the recoil energy (25 to 60
percent). This substantially improves the gun's stability, which
is especially advantageous for direct firing.

The gun carriage makes possible the rapid and exact aiming of
the barrel in the required direction, and it gives (the gun) the
needed stability during firing. With mobile guns, the construc-
tion of the gun carriage must meet requirements for: easy trans-
portation, and for qguick change of the weapon's combat position
to march position, and vice versa.

The gun carriage of mobile guns consists of two main parts:

- the top (rotatihg) carriage;
- the bottom (stable) carriage.

To the top carriage belong:

- the top carriage itself;

- cradle;

- recoil mechanism;

- controls (traverse and elevation);
- equilibrators;

- shield.

To the bottom carriage belong:

- the upper mount carrier;
- axle;

- springs;

- wheels;

- trails.

Cradle

The purpose of the cradle is to carry the barrel, and at the
s-ame time, to gwide'it duxring the recoil. Further, it houses the
recoil brake and return mechanism, and with the help of cradle
trunions, it fastens the elevation parts to the upper mount. It
captures the forces originating during firing and transfers them
to the mount. The cradle facilitates the elevation of the barrel
with the help of the elevation mechanism.

Recoil Mechanism
The recoil mechanism has the following basic functions:
- tobrake the motion (movement) of the moving parts on a
certain path during firing. This function is performed by

a hydraulic brake;

The controls and the sight serve the purpose of guiding the bar-
rel into a certain direction and position in regard to the target.
We distinguish between the elevation mechanism (for setting the
elevation and depression), and the traversing (azimuth) mechanism.
The data determining the desired position of the barrel axle in
regard to the target are computed during fire preparation, and are
rassed on in the form of commands.

The equilibrators balance (equilibrate) the unevenly distributed
weight of the elevation parts in regard to the axle of the cradle
trunions.
