Logistics-Weapons & Ammunition

Materiel-technical supply includes extensive amounts of ser-
vice and the supply of combat equipment to secure the combat ac-
tivities of the soldiers--from the repair of motor vehicles, supply
of clothing, its cleanliness and laundry, from radio batteries to
care of the wounded, evacuation of prisoners of war and damaged
equipment, mail delivery, to the bringing up of reinforcementse.’

All of these can be divided into two large groups:

1. Armament & Equipment
2. Personnel

The first premise of a successful combat operation is the prop-
er arming and equipping of the soldier. Therefore, the technical
services must alsoc ensure quick replacement of the combat equip-
ment that has been put out of operation in combat. ©Not the least
important is the supply of the fighting units with ammunition, fuel,
and food. With that is the continuous care of personnel, their
supplies, reinforcements, compensation of losses, and the shifting
of exhausted units.

Because the amount of worn-out artillery pieces and vehicles,
especially self-propelled howitzers, is very high in a contemporary
battle, repairs and the general repair acquire quite a significant
meaning. Therefore, there are squads of mechanics stationed at bat-
talion level in artillery and rocket units, equipped with mobile
workshops and contemporary towing equipment. Their task is the
recovery and repair of vehicles, combat equipment, and weapons above
unit level maintenance. Herein is a very important experience to
be noted from past wars, that the maintenance of a large number of
vehicles and fire power is possible only with their quick repair
and the restoration of vehicles and weapons knocked out of service.
Often a relatively minor repair returns a vehicle, combat equip-
ment, or weapon to use. Where there is a lack of spare parts, it
is possible that vehicles, pieces of equipment, and weapons knocked
out of action can be "cannabilized,"™ so that other vehicles, equip-
ment, and weapons can be repaired. For recovery of. the larger dam-
aged vehicles the Warsaw Pact armies use armored retrievers, which
are attached on the undercarriages of tanks with winches and cranes.

Vehicles which cannot be repaired in combat at the first eche-
lon, the same as heavy weapons in forward firing positions, will
be repaired by second echelon mechanics. For advancing forces, this
will be a relatively simple task--to tow the vehicles and weapons
to a designated area where they will wait for second echelon mechan~
ics. For retreating units, this is, of course, a more complex taski;
repair units must decide which vehicles can be repaired guickly and
easily and leave the remainder on the battlefield because there
probably won't be enough time for even relatively simple repairs.
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However, for the first. line it will be relatively simple to
repair electronic instruments and communications equipment. It is
often only a question of exchanging entire units; entire parts of
the system.

In every repair instance, general repairs or the exchange of
bParts will not belong to the greatest combat expenditure. The
greatest expenditure in a contemporary war will probably be for
ammunition, especially artillery ammunition.

Supplying forces with ammunition belongs to the not less im-
portant tasks of the materiel and technical support services.

Because the average self-propelled gun seldom has a loadcar-
rying capacity larger than 50 artillery rounds and will very often
change firing positions, carried reserves of ammunition must be
transported on trucks. . With that is the related problem of the
easy vulnerability of these unarmored vehicles. The army is at-
tempting to resolve this problem with. the introduction of field
armored transporters for ammunition. There doesn't exist, however,
a reliable and efficient transporter which could carry an entire
load of ammunition in all combat situations. A part of the ammu-
nition must always be unloaded from the vehicle. Therefore there
is a tendency gradually, during the attack and defense, to use re-
inforced underground shelters which were built during peacetime.
Both combat sides must therefore calculate and estimate units of
fire, so that they can be placed in the ammunition stockpile.
Warsaw Pact countries currently maintain a 40- ~day supply of ammu—
nition. .

This is, of course, only a very wide and simplified view of
the complex question of weapons stocks and artillery ammunition,
which doesn't encompass every important aspect of complexity and,
for the leadership of the war, it is a highly important problem.

S: It would be very hard for me to tell you because I was
captured before I could determine the extent of the damage
caused by your attack. However, prior to that attack, all
of our equipment, not just the DANAs, was in excellent
condition.

2. I: Why were'the DANAs within the 2nd Artillery Battery, 7th
Artillery Battalion in excellent condition?

S: Our commander placed great emphasis on the DANAs main-
tenance as well as the other eguipment. Not only that,
but all our weapons are produced in Czechoslovakia and,
as you may know, weapons produced in our homeland are
famous for their guality and reliability.

3. I: What do you mean by the other equipment in the 2nd Artil-
lery Battery?

S: Besides the DANAs, I was referring to the trucks such as
the Praga V3S and Tatra 805, and OT-64 armored personnel
carriers.

4. I: OK, we'll continue with the DANA 152mm SPH. What short-
ages of the DANA 152mm SPHs were there in the 2nd Artil-
lery Battery, 7th Artillery Battalion?

S: There were no shortages of any equipment. We were always
adequately supplied.
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What method of resupply does the 2nd Artillery Battery
employ?

We were resupplied daily by the battalion supply and serv-
ice platoon. This is the way it was usually done: At the
end of each day, at dusk, we were resuppliéd with food and
ammunition by a pair of Praga V3S trucks;’»oné truck car-
ried food and the other ammunitione. At this same time of
the day, we were also resupplied with fuel delivered by

a Tatra 138 tanker truck. Food and ammunition were deli-
vered to the battery sergeant. He then distributed them
to each firing platoon. Refueling, however, was accom-
Plished differently. Each firing platoon vehicle was
refueled, in turn, from the tanker truck. All the bat-
teries in the battalion were resupplied in this manner.
After all the batteries in the battalion were resupplieqd,
the trucks returned to the battalion supply point by the
most direct route. '

What was the availability of spare parts for the DANA
152mm SPHs?

Spare parts for the DANA 152mm SPHs, Praga V3Ss, Tatra
805s, and the OT-64 APCs, were always readily available.
We didn't order them. Once daily, the mobile maintenance
van from battalion would come by. The maintenance person-
nel would make the needed repairs. If a vehicle or weapon
couldn't be repaired quickly, or was severely damaged,
then the mobile maintenance van personnel would arrange
their evacuation to the regiment.

Where were spare parts for the DANA 152mm SPHs stored?
Most spare parts for the DANA 152mm SPHs and the other

equipment were kept with the battalion supply and serv-
ice platoon, usually located near battalion headquarters.

- However, in cases of emergency, the drivers within the

battery kept .a box containing gaskets, clamps, fuses, and
S0 on; you know, things that might be needed in a hurry.

What shortages of ammunition for the DANA 152mm SPHs were
there in the 2n4d Artillery Battery?

We never had shortages of ammunition for the DANA 152mm
SPHs, or the small arms in the 2nd Artillery Battery.
Actually, we have not fired our personal weapons much
these last few days. We mostly used the DANA's main gun
and turret-mounted machinegun. And, as I said earlier,
we wWere resupplied regularly.
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What was the condition of ammunition for the DANA 152mm
SPHs? '

Our ammunition for the DANA 152mm SPHs and the small arms
functioned well. We didn't have any problems with it.
What was the condition of the RPG-16 antitank grenade

launchers in the 2nd Artillery Battery?

Although they were all in firing condition, the optical
sights were defective, thus making it almost impossible

to effectively engage the target.

Why were the optical sights for the RPG-16 defective?

The truck delivering the antitank grenade launchers to
the 2nd Artillery Battery overturned, and as a result of
that, the sights were damaged.

When was the delivery of RPG-16s made to the 2nd Artillery
Battery?

We were still in Czechoslovakia, just prior to the border-
crossing operation. They had not been repaired because
there were no replacement sights available to the main-
tenance personnel, since acquisition priority was given

to the motorized rifle units.

What shortages of RPG-16 antitank grenade launchers were
there in the 2nd Artillery Battery, 7th Artillery Bat-
talion?

There were no shortages within the 2nd Artillery Battery.

What was the availability of spare parts for the RPG-16
grenade launchers in the 2nd Artillery Battery?

As I said before, we were having problems obtaining the
optical sights for the RPG-16 ATGLs; however, spare parts
were readily available for the other small arms.

What was the condition of the ammunition for the RPG-16
ATGLs in the 2nd Artillery Battery?

As I've mentioned before, all the ammunition used within
the 2nd Artillery Battery was in excellent condition and
in plentiful supply.

What was the condition of the M58Pi light machineguns
within the 2nd Artillery Battery, 7th Artillery Battalion?

Our commander placed great emphasis on weapons' mainte-
nance, and as a result, all the small arms (individual
weapons) were in excellent condition. Morever, we had
no Soviet weapons in our inventory.

Why were there no Soviet weapons in your inventory?

As you know, our country has always produced excellent
small arms in sufficient gquantities to satisfy the needs
of our army and also for export. There was no need to
replace our weapons with those of Soviet manufacture.

What shortageé of M58Pi light machineguns were there in
the 2nd Artillery Battery, 7th Artillery Battalion?

There were no shortages of M58Pi light machineguns or
any of the other individual weapons (small arms).

What method was used to obtain M58Pi light machineguns
replacements?

The method was the same as I outlined before, except that
as far as small arms were concerned, a limited number were
kept in the mobile maintenance van, so at the end of each
day when maintenance personnel came by, if a weapon could
not be repaired, it was exchanged.

How many of each of these small arms were kept in the
mobile maintenance van?

I don't knowe.

What was the availability of spare parts for the M58Pi
light machineguns in the 2nd Artillery Battery?

Spare parts were readily available for all small arms,
but the battalion maintenance personnel had control of

them, so I don't know anything in particular about how
many or which parts.

Artillery round is the name for a set of parts of ammunition
needed to carry out one shot.

According to construction and the way they are loaded, artil-
lery rounds are categorized as:

1. fixed - casing with powder and projectile are coibined in
one unit. Fixed rounds guarantee a (high) rate
of fire;

2. separate loading - the projectile is not firmly connected
to the casing with powder, and each
. part is loaded separately;
3. without caéing - mortar rounds and rocket launcher rounds

do not have casingse.

‘NKBOJNICE is the metal (steel or”braSSX casihg, which, during
firing, seals the chamber and thus prevents the escape of gases
through the breech of the weapon.

NABOJKA consists of the casing, powder charge, base igniter
and auxiliary elements.

.According to their use, artillery rounds are divided into:

1. operational or live ~ for destruction and demolition;

2. auxiliary - service, training, imitating sound, flashes,
smoke, and so one. :

3. special - illuminating, smoke, for zeroing in, and so on.

Operational or live ammunition can have various types of pro-
jectiles, such as: high-explosive, fragmentation, high-explosive
fragmentation, high=-explosive piercing (armor, concrete), chemical,
incendiary, biological, nuclear, and so on.

The high-explosive projectile is a basic type of artillery
pProjectile with strong walls and a large quantity of explosives,
with a point-initiating impact fuse for immediate or delayed action.
It is used for demolition of resistant field defense installations,
brick and stone buildings.

The fragmentation projectile destroys the target with fragments,
and partially by the effect of the exlosion and the shock wave.
It is used for destruction of personnel in the open, or in partially
covered and unprotected fire assets.

It penetrates
deep into a concrete wall or: pierces -it. through, and only
then, the explosive charge begins to act.

The chemical projectile is filled with toxic agents. Disper-
sion of the toxic agent is either mechanical, thermal, or with the
use of an explosive charge. As a rule, chemical ammunition has
color markings.

The incendiary projectile is filled with an incendiary agent.
According to their effect on the target, we distinguish between
incendiary projectiles with concentrated effect and with disper-
sal effect. As a rule, incendiary projectiles have a time fuse,
which makes possible the: burst of the'projéctile above the target.

The biological warfare projectile is filled with combat bio-
logical agents. It has only a minimal explosive charge and the
body is often made of ceramic or similar materiale.

‘The nuclear projectile has a nuclear charge. The explosion
produces radioactive materials which contaminate troops, terrain,
weapons and other materials. According to their trinitrotoluene
equivalents we distinguish between low- medium- and high-yield
pProjectiles.
