INTRODUCTION

All lessons in the series, Czech Motorized Rifle Troops, simu-
late the interrogation of a source captured in a fictitious armed
‘conflict in Europe. In this module, the interrogator questions a
captured Czech officer about the losses in manpower, weapons and
equipment, and their replacement.

OBJECTIVE

At the end of this lesson you will be able to obtain whatever
information is known to the source about the losses and replacement
of manpower, weapons and equipment in his unit and in the units of
his immediate chain of command. You should be able to do this by
speaking with confidence, with 100 percent listening accuracy, and
without loss of time for consulting lexical aids.

- Remember, this program is self-instructional,and YOU are the
only person responsible for your learning. It is up to YOU to
determine where, when, and how you want to proceed. The following
hints may help you to achieve the best results.

" with the basic elements of army life, learn to handle simple weapons,
~and so on. This peacetime pre-military education is.the foundation
- of a well-trained reserve of young people in the event of war, when

they can be used as replacements for wounded and dead.

Frequently the result of battle hinges on the speed with which

losses of men, weapons, and materiel are replaced.

Losses are categorized as temporary (returnable) or permanent
(non-returnable). Wounded or sick soldiers and repairable weapons
and materiel are classified as temporary losses. Permanent losses
are dead or missing soldiers and unrepairable military equipnment.

The soldiers who form the reserve are specially trained at the
units. This is about 15 percent to 25 percent of the total strength
of enlisted men.

In the event of armed conflict when losses of men or equipment

" occur, the subunit commander is obligated to report the number -of
" killed or missing soldiers and the number of damaged or destroyed

vehicles, materials, and weapons to his superior. On the basis of
this information, each unit commander is obliged to requisition

- replacements from the ready reserve. Weapons of fallen sodiers and

abandoned military equipment can also be used as replacements.

When the military equipment is only damaged it must be repaired
in the shortest possible time. Unit mobile repair shops carry out
all types of repairs.

Repairs are grouped as light, medium, or major. Light repairs
are quick repairs, including exchanges of parts and sub-assemblies
in mechanical equipment and exchange of sub-assemblies in electronic
eguipment. The soldier is obligated to carry out some light repairs
himself. Medium repairs require a longer period of time and more
complex handling of damaged equipment, which calls for exchange of
assermblies in mechanical equipment and in electronic equipment.
Major repairs are mostly time-consuming repairs, where components
are replaced in both mechanical equipment and in electronic equip-
ment,
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In accordance with the instructions of the company commander,
the company sergeant draws materiel and spare parts on the basis
of requisitions.

Exchange of old parts for new ones is done at the unit mobile
warehouses. The unit is resupplied once a month, or as necessary,
with repair materiel.

The speed and qguality of repairs of combat equipment and prompt
replacement to full strenght, including replacement of men from
the reserve, are a basis for successful combat.
