INTRODUCTION

All lessons in this series, Czech Motorized Rifle Troops, simu-
late the interrogation of a source captured in a fictitious armed
conflict in Europe. In this module, the interrogator gquestions a
captured Czech officer about the tactics employed by the CPA in
defensive operations. The narrative describes the defensive tac-
tics as practiced by the CPA.

OBJECTIVE

At the end of this lesson, you will be able to obtain whatever
information is known to the source about the defensive tactics and
training used by opposing motorized rifle units. You should be
able to do this by speaking with confidence, with 100 percent lis-
tening accuracy, and without loss of time for consulting lexical

aids.

The main task of defensive operations is to repulse the enemy
and to cause him casualties while holding on to occupied

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TRANSLATION OF STUDY RESOURCE 2

DefenSive Combat

Defensive combat is a type of combat the primary goal of which
is to repulse an attack by a superior enemy, cause him considerable
losses, continue to hold occupied positions and, consequently, to
' create the conditions for a shift into a decisive attack. The way
. defensive operations are conducted depends on the equipment and
strength of the unit, the overall situation, and on the nature of
the terrain where the unit is located. Under combat conditions,
units will switch to the defense while either in direct contact
with the enemy or out of such contact. ‘

In the course of combat it is possible to switch to defense,
for a longer or shorter period of time, from any type of engagement.
The order to switch to the defense can be given to the unit command-
er either in person or by means of a communications device. Within
the framework of the defensive system, a unit may be located in a
strongpoint on the forward edge of the defense as a combined arms
reserve in the depth of the defense formation or as a forward
detachment in the security zone.

In a strongpoint on the forward edge of the defense, the main
task of the unit will be to send out patrols to unoccupied sectors
of the area and to build explosive and non-explosive barriers. A
unit-in a strongpoint in the depth of the defense, in addition to
establishing a system of fires, is tasked with patrolling, building
obstacles, and destroying air-assault and sabotage groups.

When in position as a forward detachment, the unit provides
security for the rest of the units in the main defense position
against unexpected enemy attack, prevents enemy reconnaissance
penetration, and forces the enemy to deploy, creating conditions
for revealing the enemy's intention and gaining time for building
defenses. Unit strongpoints are formed from subunit strongpoints
and firing positions. In the depth of a strongpoint, firing posi-
tions are assumed where terrain can be exploited so that fire can
be directed into flanks and crossfire into gaps. There are gaps
of one to one-and-a-half kilometers between company strongpoints,-
and 300 meters between platoons. These gaps and the obstacles
constructed within them must be constantly under observation and
under the fire of all weapons from flanks and depth, with emphasis
on antitank weapons and artillery.
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The most important aspect of a defense system is the fire plan,
which includes skillful exploitation and disposition of weapons and
units and the preparation of fires in front of the forward edge and
flanks. It must secure the destruction of tanks and other importan
enemy targets and rapidly concentrate fires on any threatened ap-
proach or sector. The organization of the fire plan is based on
close coordination of the fires of all types of weapons in conjunc-
tion with engineering barriers and natural obstacles. Fires must
be planned and directed so that they increase the effectiveness of
natural obstacles and man-made barriers. Besides coordination,,
important parts of fire control are study and evaluation of terrain
the selection of orientation points, observation of the battlefield
and placement of firing positions. Unforeseeable situations can
arise during the course of combat. Therefore, it is necessary,
during the organization and coordination of the battle, for the
commander to foresee possible developments of the battle beforehand
and to integrate the activities while maintaining the initiative.
An enemy assault is often accompanied by a gradual increase in

force with which he tries to disrupt the defense. Therefore,

standby weapons must be prepared to prevent enemy penetration of
strongpoints and to destroy the enemy as soon as he approaches the
line of assault.

Fighting the enemy in front of the forward edge of the defense
substantially influences the result of the overall defensive opera-
tions of the unit. If the enemy attacks from the march, as a rule,
the meeting engagement will be with his reconnaissance units.
Battle with units which penetrate to the forward edge of the defens:
is conducted with detached units and weapons in a way that does not
prematurely reveal the fire plan.

A unit may get the job of setting up an ambush to destroy the
penetrating enemy. The ambush is organized by the units in the
security zone or by second-echelon or reserve units in the depth
of the defense. While conducting combat in the depth of one's own
defense, an envelopment of the infiltrating enemy can materialize.
The organizer of the enemy's destruction can be a regiment commande)
or a battalion commander, and the company commander will carry out
his orders. A unit may be designated as -an anti-assault reserve
to destroy tank or air-assault forces.

These are the basic principles of defensive operations in the
CPA. .

During the march, what does the engineering support consist
of?

In addition to their presence with recénnaissance and secu-
rity elements, engineering elements contribute to two
distinctive organizations, the movement-support detachment
and the mobile-obstacle detachment.

What is the function of the movement-support detachment

The detachment performs reconnaissance, removes obstacles,
organizes bypasses, marks the route, and does limited road
repair.

What is the function of the mobile-obstacle detaéhment?

The detachment provides protection for advancing columns
by mechanically laying minefields and creating expedient
obstacles on likely armor approaches.

What other security measures are taken during the march?

I think we've talked about all of them. However, the
proper organization of the march column is in itself a
means of providing security.

What exactly do you mean?

All I'm saying is that the organic capabilities of the
march elements and their location in the column are de-
signed to ensure the unhindered movement of the main force,
to prevent enemy surprise attack, and to aid columns being
penetrated by enemy reconnaissance elements.

What march procedures are used by the 2nd Motorized Rifle
Platoon to enhance the defensive posture?

We follow those prescribed by the company commander.

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What do the procedures prescribed by the coﬁpany commander
include? '

The procedures include measures to preserve troop strength,

time to conduct partial or complete decontamination, and
vehicle maintenance.

What measures are specified (in order) to preserve the
strength of personnel?

The short and long halts are specified not only to preserve
the strength of personnel but also to save equipment.

When are short halts prescribed?

They are prescribed after two or three hours of movement
for 20-30 minutes duration.

What happehs after a short halt is ordered?

The vehicles pull over to the right side of the road with
not less than ten meters of space between them.

What is accomplished during short halts?

Refueling, minor maintenance, and, if necessary, partial
decontamination.

When are long halts used?

Long halts are used on marches of over 24 hours' duration.
When used, they last 2-4 hours.

What security measures are taken during long halts?

Units are dispersed off the road and camouflaged.
What else is accomplished during a long halt?

Troops are resupplied and fed a hot meal. If required,
maintenance and decontamination are accomplished.

A commander may assume a defensive posture in order to
repulse an enemy counterthrust or to protect the flanks
of a formation.

What defensive tactics are used by the 2nd Motorized

There are two major forms of the defense, the deliberate
defense and the defense in the course of the offensive,
or hasty defense. A hasty defense may ultimately turn
into a deliberate defense if conditions and availability
of resources do not favor the resumption of the offensive
in a particular sector.

What other defensive tactics are used by the 2nd Motorizec
Rifle Platoon?

The withdrawal is another form of combat action applied
for the purpose of regrouping, occupying more suitable
positions, or withdrawing one's own troops from under
possible attacks of the enemy.

What are the commander's considerations in organizing a
deliberate defense?
The commander must take the following factors into consi-

deration, mission, enemy, terrain, troops available, and
time.
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What elements of the defense are addressed during analysis
of the mission?

When analyzing his mission, the commander must determine
what it is he must accomplish and for how long.

Why is the enemy factor considered in organlzlng a delib-

erate defense?

The enemy and his weapons systems will influence the
selection of weapons and the type of barrier material

‘required to establish a successful defense.

Wwhy is the terrain factor considered in establishing the
defense?

Because the terrain and vegetation will also affect the

force composition and deployment. This includes consid-
eration of natural obstacles such as mountains, rivers,

and marshes.

What other factors may affect the defense?

As I said before, troops available and time will temper
the commander's consideration because the troops available
for commitment to the defense seriously affect the force
dispositions. This is particularly important where tank
forces are concerned. Also the amount of time available
to establish minefields and barriers, ambush sites, and

a security zone is critical to mounting a successful
defense.

What is a security zone?

A security zone is that portion of the battlefield for-
ward of the main defensive area. It is occupied by a
force whose mission is to delay and deceive the enemy as
to the location and deployment of the main defensive
elements. This forward detachment engages the enemy at
the longest possible range and attempts to cause him to
deploy prematurely.

What is the composition of the forward detachment?

The composition of this force depends upons available
resources. However, the security zone will be far enough

_forward to prevent aimed direct fire on the main defensive

area.
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34. I: What tactics are employed by a forward detachment to
achieve its goal?

S: The forward detachment will delay in the best terrain
to effect maximum damage on the attacking enemy. 1In
addition, the forward detachment relies heavily on the
use of maneuver by fire and fire sacks to damage or
destroy the enemy force.

35. I: Describe the maneuver by fire.

S: It is the concentration of fire from many guns in a sudden
and devastating barrage on the advancing enemy.

36. I: What are fire sacks?

S: Fire sacks are preplanned fires of artillery and other
- . weapons in specific areas, for example, in conjunction
with minefields or other barriers.

37. I: What is the difference between a hasty and a deliberate
defense? -

S: Frequently a force going into a hasty defense will be in
contact with the enemy, so it will be difficult if not
impossible to establish a security zone.

38. I: Then what are the differences in mission?

S: The differences in mission are related to the temporary
nature of the defense. Normally, denial of enemy access
to a specific area is the primary objective, not the :
destruction of the opposing force. However, attrition of
the enemy force is still essential to any defense.
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39. I: Describe the organization of'a withdrawal:

S: Withdrawals are carried out only by order of the superior
commander in a deliberately organized manner with emphasis
on strict secrecy and security. The withdrawing force
is divided into three distinct groups, each with a specif-
ic mission. The main force is the bulk of the force to
be withdrawn. Its mission is to disengage and withdraw
without disclosing the operation to the enemy. The rear
guard is that part of the force designated to cover the
movement from one location to another and to delay the
enemy should he attempt to pursue the withdrawing force.
The covering force is the element which is left on posi-
tion to deceive the enemy and to cover the disengagement
and withdrawal (from the initial position).

40. I: Describe the execution of a withdrawal.

S: The initial stage of the withdrawal is the disengagement.
This is the critical point when the force is most vulner-
able, especially to attack from nuclear weapons.

Unengaged forces are withdrawn first, including the second
echelon and reserves. Next, the artillery and first-
echelon force without the covering torce are withdrawn

from the position.

41. I: What happens next?

S: Once the main force has withdrawn through the rear guard
force, the covering force may begin its withdrawal. The
covering force will withdraw suddenly with all its forces
departing at the same time. If the covering force is
withdrawn under pressure, it will leapfrog units to the
rear in order to be mutually supporting.

42. I: 1In the meantime, what happens to the main forces?

S: Their withdrawal is conducted without pause until their
arrival in the new area. Speed and stealth are prime
requirements for this move. Radio silence will be main-
tained until completion of the operation.

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Forward detachment

Under certain conditions, security zones can be created in the

:defense. At the commander's decision, detachments comprised of
‘special forces, weapons, and equipment can be assigned to defend

the security zones.

The importance of the defended avenues of approach, the width
and depth of the security zone, and the nature of the terrain
determine the composition of forward detachments and their strength.
The defense is established along the avenues of approach where

‘enemy action will be most probable. Units in the security zone and
‘defensive positions in depth are deployed to exploit the areas

advantageous for defense and the weapons defending them. The
location of these positions must enable the forward detachment to
secure coordination of fires between adjacent unit positions and
to effect enemy losses by keeping him under constant fire.

Enemy destruction should begin at the distant approaches to
the security zone. The superior commander tells the forward
detachment in detail the areas to be defended, the strongpoints in
consecutive positions, and the time and manner of their occupation.
He indicates the lines and the areas for final protective fire, for
concentrating artillery fire, and for opening antitank fire. In

‘addition, he specifies sites for engineering obstacle construction

and for implementing destruction. Further, the superior commander
also designates the direction and sequence for withdrawal of the

.detachments into subsequent positions. Departure can begin after

the forward units of the enemys offensive have been repulsed or

"even while some detachments are still fighting hostile forces

wedged into the defenses. The forward detachment changes position
under the protection of special units, smoke screens, artillery
fires and engineering obstacles.

The purpose of this movement is to deceive the enemy regarding

the actual forward perimeter of the defense and to force his
premature deployment.
