All lessons in the series, Czech Motorized Rifle Troops, simu-
late interrogations of a source captured in a fictitious armed‘
conflict in Europe. In this module, the interrogator questions a

captured Czech officer about the combat missions of a Czech motor-
ized rifle battalion.

OBJECTIVE

At the end of this lesson you will be able to obtain whatever
information is known to the source about the missions of units in
his immediate chain of command. You should be able to do this by
speaking with confidence, with 100 percent listening accuracy. and
without loss of time for consulting lexical aids.
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SUGGESTIONS FOR STUDYING

Remember, this program is self-instructional, and YOU are the
only person responsible for your learning. It is up to YOU to
determine where, when, and how you want to proceed. The following
hints may help you to achieve the best results.

After securing the line from Hill
Smréina to Hill Sv. Anna, the 1lst Motorlzed lele Battalion will
continue the attack in the direction of Zebraky. (Right boundary
--creek Katefrinsky; left boundary--from Hill 662 to Hill Sv. Anna.)
The move from the holding position will be carried out along the
axis Studanka-Pastvina.

On the right, the 2nd Motorized Rifle Battalion will penetrate
enemy positions on the northern slopes of the high ground (Boro-
vina).

After receiving the attack order, the unit commander defines
the mission, calculates the time from the receipt of the order
until commencement of the attack, issues warning orders, makes
an estimate of enemy and friendly situations, and then makes his
decision. On the basis of that decision, he issues orders to
subordinate units and then coordinates (the performance of the
overall mission) with those units. While the subordinate unit
commanders are organizing for combat, the unit commander supervises
and advises subordinate commanders. After all preparations are
completed, he reports his readiness to the commander of the next
higher echelon at the required (stated) time.

1. Definition of the Mission.

During the definition of the mission, the subordinate unit
commanders must clearly understand the concept of operations and
the objective. They have to know the role their unit will play
in the commander's concept of operations, the direction of the
main thrust, the combat formation to be used, and what measures
are necessary in order for the unit to be ready in time for the
attack.

Units are assigned the first echelon of the attack (liter-
ally, units for the destruction of the enemy are designated) and
the manner of coordination of the units is resolved.

In conclusion, the following is determined:

a. combat formation

b. assignment (allocation) of reinforcements and weapons

c. combat mission of every unit

d. security of the exposed flanks and contact with adjacent units

Chemical and Radioactive Situation

The chemical and radioactive situation is studied (surveyed)
along the direction of the advance (movement) and in the zone of
attack. Effects on the combat readiness of units are also measured.
Personnel and equipment for (chemical and radiation) defense are
evaluated. Precautions for minimizing the contamination of weapons
and equipment and prevention of infiltration of radioactive agents
into tanks and personnel carriers are determined.

Terrain

The terrain is evaluated along the march route and in the area
of deployment. Then the front edge of the defenses and their depth
are evaluated.

The commander determines

a. the direction of the main thrust

b. 1lines of deployment

c. final assault lines

d. 1location of the command observation post

5. Decision

On the basis of mission definition and the evaluation of the
situation and terrain, the unit commander formulates his decision.

In his decision the commander determines:

a. the character (type) of the enemy and how to destroy him
b. combat formation

c. unit (organic, assigned, supporting) combat missions

d. the manner of coordination

6. Operations Order

The method of issuing the operations order in combat depends
on the type of attack. Normally, the commander issues the order
in the field. At the company level and (down to) squad level
(this is done) in the holding area with the use of a map. The
mission is then defined during deployment and in the course of
the assault.

When time does not permit issuance of the operations order
(in the area of operations) with subordinate commanders present,
combat missions are normally communicated by radio during the
approach to the enemy's defenses.

An operations order normally contains the following:

a. orientation points

b. enemy situation (estimate)

c. mission of the higher unit ;

d. missions of subordinate units (including assigned and support-
ing units) and missions of adjacent units ‘ :

e. time of readiness

f£. location of the command post (during movement and in combat)

g. designation of deputy commander

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A fragmentary order differs from an operations order both in
content and form of issuance. A fragmentary order is directed to
one unit (performer), whereas an operations order is directed to
all subordinate units. As a rule, the fragmentary order contains
only the mission and the most essential data which the subordinate
commander needs.

Content of a Fragmentary Order:

a. information about the enemy (only the conclusions of the
evaluation)

b. combat mission of each unit in accordance with its type

c. support missions (missions benefiting a unit) which will be,
fulfilled by forces and weapons of higher unit commanders

d. time of readiness of the unit for fulfilling the mission

7. Cooperation/Coordination

After assigning the combat mission, the commander coordinates
the interaction among organic, assigned, and supporting units; and
determines the time and manner of the movement of the units from
the holding position to the line of deployment and the final
assault line. Further, he monitors the operation during prepara=-
tion fires and during the attack (literally, combat in depth of
the defense). He monitors the fire and movement of motorized,
tank, artillery, and other units in the course of combat. Most
important is the assigned role and place of every unit in the
combat formation during the destruction of targets. The main
objective of coordinating the interaction is to obtain and maintain
a high tempo of breakthrough and destruction of the enemy.

8. Reconnaissance

Reconnaissance at the battalion and company level is carried
out only if there is sufficient time. The commander briefs the
reconnaissance group on the manner of execution, specifying the
march route, stops (half points), equipment required for movement,
mode of transport and camouflage security. During the move along
the march axis, the reconnaissance group observes special features
of the march route: start point (point of departure), check points
(traffic control), lines of deployment, detours, fords. Also, areas
for deployment of the second echelon units, such as the battalion
aid station, and other rear echelon units are sought.

After issuing orders to subordinate units, the commander super-
vises their activity, corrects insufficiencies, and helps subor-
dinates with problem solving. Special attention is paid to indi-
vidual preparedness, combat equipment, weapons, and materiel
support of the units.

nis is done in close cooperation with functionaries of the So-

‘jalist Youth Union.
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The actual political work of the agitators is carried out under
the guidance of the company commander during political indoctrina-
tion of the troops. The political indoctrination of the troops is
a part of the morning activities at least twice a week. It is a
formal lecture, which is presented most frequently within the pla-
toon, led by the platoon leader and assisted by the agitator.
However, the company commander has the responsibility for organi-
zation, participation and evaluation of feedback, as well as the
preparation of the presenter. Soldiers are familiarized with
allied and hostile armies, the structures and missions of NATO and
the Warsaw Pact, combat traditions of the Czech and Soviet armies,
and such. Both historical and current events are explained from
the exclusive position of Marx~Leninism and proletarian interna-
tionalism.

The goal of this indoctrination is to motivate soldiers to
fulfill given tasks and to generate feelings of hatred toward the
enemy. The self-esteem and patriotism of the soldiers is boosted
by emphasizing historic tradition, primarily the Hussite wars and
that:of Czech units on the Eastern Front during World War II. The
Soviet army, the main ally of the CSSR, is portrayed as invincible
and Pact combat equipment is portrayed as at least equivalent to
that of the enemy. But, greatest emphasis is placed on the moral
superiority of the socialist camp, which fights to institute a
more just social order throughout the world.

The political indoctrination of the troops is usually concluded
with a discussion led by the squad agitator. Most frequently, the
squad leader is the agitator, but not exclusively. First of alil,
the agitator must be polltlcally reliable, but he must also have
political education or experience in civilian life. The majority
of those named to the function of agitator are corporal-graduates
of universities during their single year of service, or former
high school or other secondary school students. Activism in the
Socialist Youth League enhances the prospect of being named as a
political worker, but the chairman of the unit youth group is not
usually a political agltator. Slmllarly, having a membership or
even a function within the party is not always necessary to be
named as a political agitator. The army attempts to influence
soldiers in more than one way.

In addition to the direct political indoctrination carried on
at the unit, so-called ideologically-educational, mass activism
work, and cultural education activity is run concurréntly. With
the help of Communist Party functionaries, The Socialist Youth
Union, and the Council of Model Soldiers, the commander directs
these activities.

They have these main forms:
1. Ideological education within the Socialist Youth Union (the

Lenin Circles,. Traditions of Revolutionary Struggle Circles,
“Friends of Literature Circ¢les, "Follow the Red Banner"
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‘ompetitions) usually takes place in the evenings after planned
ictivities are completed. ‘ '

Political information sessions clarify the policies of the
Czech and Soviet Communist Parties and the issues of the in-
ternational Communist movement, actual current events, and
the tasks of combat and political preparation.

Lectures and debates keep the solidiers informed-about inter-
national, domestic, and military-political issues and also
with the needs of the unit. They may also deal with other
issues important to soldiers.

Military meetings are conducted at least once every two months,
and on special occasions, such as the Anniversary of the Octo-
ber Revolution or on Czech Army Day, Liberation Day, and so on.

5. Visual propaganda is‘continuous. The company editors update
the bulletin board twice a month with reports and comments
on the daily life within the unit.

Cultural education activity also includes circulation of
. printed materials, television and radio broadcasts, question and
/" answer evenings, topical debates, field trips, visits to historical
sites, and meetings with honored party members and members of the
revolutionary struggle, and so on.

, In comparison with the American soldier, the Czech soldier has
" far less freedom to make independent decisions, which limits him
© .. to the literal fulfillment of orders. The slightest deviation
. from prescribed behavior is punishable, ranging from restriction
" to guarters and confinement at the unit (for as long as 21 days),
" up to prosecution by court-martial and imprisonment in so-called
. correctional facilities. On the other hand, soldiers are rewarded
with evening passes, special passes for temporary leaves of absence
. from the area of garrison (opuZtdky), or even by being photographed
. before the Unit Colors. For constant exemplary service, the title
and emblem "Model Soldier" is awarded to soldiers in basic service.
-~ However, as a rule, soldiers are more motivated by a fear of pun-
“% jishment than by any will to carry out orders in the best way
. possible. There is more formality at all grades than in the U.S.
‘Army but less than in the Soviet Army.

Moral and Political Conditious in the CPA

Lieutenant Novdk, describe the morale of the men in the 2nd
Platoon, 3rd Motorized Rifle Company.

Well, the men are unhappy about participating in this inva-
sion of West Germany. No one is ready to mutiny, though.

Why are the men unhappy about invading West Germany?

No reason for the invasion was apparent when we left gar-
rison at Nepomuk, and even though the political indoctri-
nation of the troops was intensified while we were at our
field deployment area, none of the soldiers believe that
NATO committed any politically or mllltarlly aggressive
acts to start this war.

To what motives do the soldiers attribute this invasion?
Most of then think that this war was started by the Soviet
Union, and even if we win, Czechoslovakia will gain nothing.
No one wants to fight the Soviets' war for them.

Describe the morale in the 3rd Motorized Rifle Company.

It's the same throughout the entire company. Except for
those "with them" and the careerists, all the soldiers
grumble and are unenthusiastic.

What do you mean "with them!"?

Oh, they are the lifers and the ones in basic service who
have their careers tied to their membership in the party.
What makes you so sure that the morale throughout the entire
company is the same as the morale in your platoon?

I got that information when discussing my platoon's morale

situation with the other two platoon leaders. They were
worried about it, too, especially Junior Lieutenant Jefdbek.
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What is Junior Lieutenant Je¥dbek's function?

He is platoon leader of the 1lst Platoon, 3rd Motorized
Rifle Company.

Why was he especially worried about it?

There was a man from his platoon who attempted to desert
and was shot. Jetdbek was afraid of the company political
officer from that time on, knowing that the political of-
ficer was taking a very close look at Jefdbek and the pla-
toon's agitators.

Who is the company political officer?

Major Krdsny.

Describe the feelings of the men and officers of the 3rd
Motorized Rifle Company toward Major Krdsny.

The men distrust him and fear him. The officers just
distrust him, but he feels the same way toward them. He
maintains that no one is reliable and is always making
remarks about the men being worthless and lazy. Major
Krdsny thinks that morale in the company is terrible. The
company commander, on the other hand, thinks that morale
is better than can be expected. Once, at a briefing in
Altenstadt, he jokingly remarked that he wouldn't worry
about morale in his company until the men killed the
political officer.

Describe the circumstances of the attempted desertion.
When we were stopped at Altenstadt for resupply, a private
from the lst Motorized Rifle Platoon left his position at
dusk and boarded a supply truck that was going to Holo-
st¥evy. At the first checkpoint, he was discovered, re-
moved from the truck, and the Soviet officer in charge of
the checkpoint had him killed on the spot.

Where was this checkpoint located?

It is at the intersection of Highways 15 and 22,
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Why was the supply truck returning to Holost¥ev?

It was taking damaged equipment back to the division sup-
ply point.

Where is the division supply point located?

It is situated on the road just south of Holost¥ev. I
was told that there were several stockpiles of ammunition
and equipment located in the forest around there.

How did you learn this informaﬁion?

The squad leader of my 3rd Squad told me.

How did he learn of the location of the division supply
point?

My company was required to send a squad to the battalion
combat issue point to help unload the truck hauling-in
replacement equipment. The 3rd Squad from my platoon
was picked. When they returned from this detail, I qgues-
tioned the squad leader about how the detail was conducted.
In the course of this conversation, he told me that one
of the drivers had taken lunch with the squad and had
bragged about the mountains of supplies he was helping
to haul from the division supply point at Holost¥evy.

Let's talk some more about the soldier who was shot for
desertion. What was his name?

That was Private Petr Barton.

How well was Private Barton liked among the men in his
platoon?

He was liked and respected among the men of the whole
company. Until he deserted, he had been almost a model
soldier. In garrison he competed in the Army Competitions
and did well enoughzln his events that hls ‘efforts placed

‘the company first in our division.
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Why do you consider that Private Barton was "almost" a
model soldier?

He turned down the job of platoon agitator when it was
offered to him. Apparently he had no interest in fur-
thering his career or rank, so Jefdbek removed him from
consideration for any more responsible functions, and told
the company commander that Barton wasn't to be considered
for advancement to PFC.

What other incidents do you know of that have occurred in
the 3rd Motorized Rifle Company?

Well, I learned that one of my privates had attempted to
exchange his ring for liquor when we were in Altenstadt.
But his squad leader caught him and stopped it immediately.
That's about all.

What rumors were being passed around in the 2nd Motorized
Rifle Platoon?

There was talk of a big German Democratic Republic defeat
by combined West German-American forces. It was supposed
to have happened up north, near Fulda where the Dederdni
first crossed.

What does Dederdni mean?

Just a name from the initials of the "Deutsche Demokratishe
Republik".

What were the details of this rumor?

Just that West German armor halted the East German advance,
and American aircraft so severely damaged the 5 divisions
attempting the breakthrough that the Dederoni had to with-
draw from the brldgehead they had established. Supposedly,
the Dederdni had been driven back inside East Germany.

What official information have you received from your
superior officers about this rumor?

None. Nothing was said by the company commander at all.
T don't know if he even heard the rumor. I didn't say
anything to him about it.
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What other rumors have you heard in the 3rd Motorized
Rifle Company?

Only that we are winning, advancing, and pushing you be-
fore us, but we all knew that already.

What is the morale like within the lst Motorized Rifle
Battalion?

I'm not sure about it, but I think that the other compa-
nies in the battalion have the same sorts of problems.

What makes you think that the other companies in the
battalion have the same sorts of problems?

The company commander told all the platoon leaders at the
meeting in Altenstadt that the company commanders in the
battalion had been directed to find ways of improving the
men's attitude toward the war. The company commander
asked us all to help by suggesting ways of improvement.

Describe the morale of the 3rd Motorized Rifle Regiment.

I could only guess. I think it is about the same as in
our battalion.

Why do you think that morale in the 3rd Motorized Rifle
Regiment is about the same as in the 1lst Motorized Rifle
Battalion?

Several things. First, the battalion political officer
was relieved. Then there was a change in the topics at
our political meetings. Then there is the fact that the
regiment has taken complete control of the political
meetings, directing complete adherence to the topics
given, and sending around inspectors to insure that the
meetings are carried out exactly as they are directed.

Why was your battalion political officer relieved?

Because he was unable to further the socialist feelings
of the men of the battalion.
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Which other battalion political officers were relieved?

I don't know of any other political officers being relieved.

Describe how the topics of your political meetings changed.

When we were at the field deployment area before we crossed
the border, each daily political meeting was about the
political provocations which NATO was carrying out or
about our duty as socialists to protect socialism from
capitalist agressors and counter any military agression
before it could occur. At Altenstadt, the theme was dif-
ferent. We were shown pictures of an American Pershing
missile on its launcher that had been taken by a Soviet
reconnaissance aircraft. Then another set of pictures
was passed around that showed Soviet soldiers in protec-
tive gear as they inspected the wreckage of a large piece
of equipment. We were told that only quick action by the
Soviet Air Force had prevented the Americans from using
an atomic bomb. We discussed the morality of this at-
tempted use of a nuclear weapon for a while, then the
discussion was cut off, and we were told that it had been
learned from data found at the site that our regiment was
to have been the target for this weapon. Then we were
dismissed.

What was the intended result of this information?

The men were supposed to become angry at you Americans
for that idiocy in trying to escalate the war from con-
ventional weapons to weapons of mass destruction.

What was the result of this information?

The men did become angry at you. But it only lasted until
evening. Someone speculated that probably every Czech
Regiment along the front was treated to the same infor-
mation. As soon as that speculation was passed around,
even those that had firmly believed that you Americans
were desperate enough to use an atomic bomb began to
doubt;and within a few hours the same unenthusiastic at-
titude of the soldiers could be detected.
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35. I: What were the indications that this speculation succeeded
in reducing the morale of the men in the 3rd Motorized
Rifle Company?

S: Oh, just that the men were a little more sullen to their
. NCOs and one of the privates was overhead cursing the
Soviets for believing that Czechs were so stupid as to
accept the lies the Soviets put out as truth. And one

of the men was chewed-out for spitting in the direction

of the political officer, but the man was on a work detail
filling sandbags, and he claimed that he didn't even see
the political officer until he had already committed the
alleged offense.

Immediately afterward, exhausted he lost
sonsciousness. Then and there he was treated. I recorded this
story just as it was told to me.

Wanted or not, a question emerges: what, in this new recruit,
vas the source of strengthi that enabled him to force his body, —-
- weakened by loss of blood, to move. How could he overcome the pain
and literally stagger the tens of meters to the firing position?,
It was duty first. Mojzis, a plain rank-and-file soldier, realized’
‘only too well that if he failed in his m1551on, the lives of his

' comrades would be jeopardized by the attacking hordes which wore

the "Death's Head." For this reason, he was able to overcome the
fear of imminent personal danger, dying by loss of blood.
That is heroism!™"
