Rear Echelon Support

The rear echelon is formed by subunits, units, and installations
which carry out timely materiel, technical, and medical support of
the troops with everything they need to live and to fight.

Materiel support includes tasks connected with supplying the
troops with materiel and its transportation, i.e., setting (stock-
piling) up and maintaining supplies of materiel; receipting for
supplies; inventorying; accounting; distribution; organization of
transportation; issue; evacuation of surplus materiel:; organization
of collection and the use of captured materiel; and also the
exploitation of local resources.

The task of technical support is the attainment of a maximum
degree of readiness of the combat equipment, i.e., operation, main-
tenance and care of combat equipment, recovery of damaged and im-
mobile equipment, its evacuation and timely repairs.

The objective of the medical support is to prevent the onset
and spread of disease among the troops, to render timely aid to the
wounded and sick, their rapid evacuation, treatment, and return
to their unitss

The rear echelon also fulfills other tasks, such as, billeting
the troops., cle&ring of the battlefield, care of PWs, and so on.

Materiel Support

The organization of supplying tank units with weapons, ammu-
nition, and other materiel (quartermaster supplies) is the same as
that of motorized rifle units.

One of the most important components of timely and continuous
materiel support of troops in the field is well organized and di-
rected transportation. There are various types of transportation:
motor transport, rail, river, air, and pipeline transfer, which
connect the sources of supplies with their consumer, i.e., troops
in the field. The receipt of the materiel, its storage, distri-
bution and issue is carried out by the combat supply points. They
also take care of the collection of damaged and surplus equipment
and its evacuation.

The platoon leader of the rear service support (supply and main-
tenance) platoon, is responsible for the timely and orderly supply
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of materiel at the battalion level, based on companies' requests.
The rear service support (supply and maintenance) platoon estab-
lishes the battalion combat supply point. At the battalion com-
mander's orders, the battalion combat supply point deploys behinc
the battalion's combat formation within the service support units
formation. This supply point carries out the resupply of tank
units with ammunition at designated lines and at any suitable op-
portunity, e.g., combat lulls, corrections of malfunctions, durir
repairs, maintenance, before overcoming of obstacles, and so on.
The established norm of ammunition for a weapon, man, or tank
should never dip more than half.

In offensive combat, the battalion combat supply point suppli
the companies by sending supply vehicles with ammunition directls
to the companies' combat vehicles. The company sergdgeant sees to
the speedy release of supply vehicles and returns them, with mate
riel to be evacuated from the company, to the battalion (combat)
supply point.

When the situation doesn't allow the transportation of ammu-
nition directly to combat vehicles and firing positions, the reai
service support platoon, at the commanders' orders, establishes :
so-called distribution point. From the distribution point, comp:
nies then draw and transport ammunition and other materiel in
their own vehicles.

Mobile supplies of ammunition are established for the combat
support and replenishment of stocks. Mobile supplies are divide
into expendable and emergency stocks.

Expendable supply stocks of ammunition are expended during tl
course of combat according to a preestablished norm of expenditu:

Emergency stocks of ammunition are expended only at the com-
mander's order. The expenditure of ammunition in combat is pla:
by superior commanders in units of fire (units of ammunition

supply).

A unit of fire is a unit used for calculating the amount of
ammunition needed for individual weapons or for a combat vehicle

On the basis of a superior commander's orders, the company ¢
mander establishes the norm of ammunition expenditure for a part
ular day of combat.

A norm of ammunition expenditure is the number of rounds pla
for expenditure for individual days of combat.

At the same tim
of day we were also resupplied with fuel delivered by a
Tatra-138 tanker truck. Food and ammunition supplies w
delivered to the company. Refueling was done directly
from the tanker truck, one platoon after another. All
the companies in the battalion were resupplied in this
manner. Then the trucks returned to the battalion supp
point by the most direct route. '
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What was the availability of spare parts for the M75
pistol?

Spare parts for the M75 pistol, M58 assault rifle, and

M68 machinepistol were always readily available. We
didn't order them, though. Once daily, the mobile mainte-
nance van from battalion would come by. The maintenance
personnel would do any repairs required. If a weapon
couldn't be repaired quickly or was severely damaged, then
the mobile maintenance van personnel would exchange the
damaged weapon for an operable one.

Where were spare parts for the M75 pistol stored?

Spare parts for the M75 pistol and other small arms were
kept with the battalion supply and maintenance platoon,
usually located near battalion headquarters.

What shortages of ammunition for the M75 pistol were
there in the 1st Tank Company?

We never had shortages of ammunition for the M75 or other
small arms in the 1st Tank Company. Actually, we have
not fired our personal weapons much these last few days-.
We mostly used our main guns and coaxial machineguns.
And, as I said earlier, we were resupplied regularly.

What was the condition of ammunition for the M75 pistols?
Our ammunition for the M75 and other small arms functioned
well. We didn't have any problems with it.

If an engine component (assembly) needed rep:q
or replacement, the supply and maintenance platoon eithe
did it or sent it to a higher echelon.

Where were spare parts for the T-62 stored?

Some parts were stored with the supply and maintenance
platoon. Major and other engine assemblies were stored
at regiment or higher echelon maintenance sections.

that there had been a fire and explosion in the regimen
mobile supply point storage area. 4e didn't know what
caused it, but he did know that the remaining supply of
115mm ammunition was either destroyed or damaged. So,

antil additional ammunition arrives from higher echelon
the 1st Tank Company will be low on 115mm ammunition.
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Now let't discuss T-72s. what was the condition of the
T-72s in the 1st Tank Company?

They were in ekcellent condition, the same as the T-62s
in the company. Maintenance of equipment was one of the
most important duties we had.

" What shortages of the T-72 were there in the 1st Tank

Company?

At the outbreak of hostilities, there were not enough
T-725 to equip the entire company. Therefore, our com-.
pany received two T-62s to give us the required number
of 10 tanks. I'm not certain, but the other companies
in the battalion may also have received some T-62s.

what was the availability of spare parts for the T=-72?

As I said earlier, the supply and maintenance platoon at
battalion handled spare parts as well as repairs, so I
couldn't say for certain whether or not spare parts for
the T-72 were available.

What was the availability of ammunition for the 125mm
smoothbore main guns of the T-=72?

We had adequate supplies of 125mm ammunition. We were
resupplied daily. The ammunition was stored with the bat-
talion supply and maintenance platoon and also at higher
echelons.

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Tankers and Tanks of Senior Lieutenant Ulik

In Southern Moravia you are more likely to find fields of grain
with sloping vineyards above them than "tankers".... When Paul
came home from work one day and said that he was going to enter
the military training center, his parents accepted his decision

 with some astonishment. In no time his father agreed. He did not

even bother to find out where Paul got the idea. No sweat--two
relatives are already wearing the CPA uniform. His mother was also
for it, though she secretly hoped that after graduation Paul would
be (stationed) somewhere nearby.

Today Senior Lieutenant Paul Ulik has been a professional sol-
dier for seven years. He is a tanker in a garrison in Western
Bohemia, serving as a battalion deputy commander for technical
affairs. He deals daily with everything from young people to the
modern T=-72 tank.

We found Paul Ulik in the motorpool--amdng the soldiers and
tanks. :

The place is busy and greasy hands will reveal that the tankers
are busy. No wonder. It is necessary to prepare vehicles for the
next trip.

"Comrade Lieutenant, my gojezaék is scored,™ tank driver PFC
Jaroslav Dalibor reported. Pojezddk in tanker's jargon is a road
wheel the tank track rides on. "Can it be turned around?" the PFC
inquires, and, in excuse, he explains that it was caused by a sharp
rock hidden under a layer of mud along the training route.

"No, it cannot. It's a labyrinth in there,"™ reasons the lieu-
tenant, "We'll have to. . change it." Just for explanation: Cosmetic
adjustment (so that score marks aren't visible until the tank can
get into a workshop) isn't possible, due to the special construc-
tion of the wheel. But there's another important factor here--the
desire of the PFC that the: tank be in perfect order.

Soldiers who are uninterested in machines cannot be assigned
to any units that are egquipped with modern egquipment.

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Senior Lieutenant Ulik offers his point of view. "I don't
know whether we can say that anyone, on the basis of their gradu-
ation from any school, military or civilian, can be considered a
total expert. Everyone has to continue learning, to stay abreast
of things, and what he learned in school must be put into practice.
To the credit of our tankers, I want to say that they are constantly
searching for opportunities to get to the tanks, for instance, like
here on the training base, at home in the barracks, and even during
their free time. New drivers exploit every possibility to sit be-
hind raj€dky (controls), to review their knowledge of all driving
controls, and to acquaint themselves in detail, with every mechan-
ism and everything necessary inside and out which has any connection
with operation and everyday maintenance.”

A young person needs to have someone to follow, a model, an
enthusiast, someone who.will sweep up the others in his fervor.

The never ending cycle of military life operates according to
its own rules. Last year Corporal Vaclav Simanek, Private Jiri
Kubik, and PFC Jiri Henys were in the positions of commander, gun-~
ner, and tank driver, with a dozen others. They learned what was
necessary, but before they left for civilian life, they did a good
job in training, in the motorpool, and during firing. Corporal
Rarel Spacek, Private Petr Navara, and PFC Josef Skoch are in their
places today. But even these soldiers, along with others, will be
relieved and replaced by draftees Petr Skalnicka, Josef Toth, 1Ivo
Sery and others. Tt will be necessary to establish (good) relations
relations with every one of them, to exploit command and pedagogical
tact, to win new soldiers (to their side), to prepare them, and to
teach them how to use weapons and equipment which have. considerable
value from the point of view of our country's defense, as well as
from a financial viewpoint.

The life of a soldier requires prompt and to-the-point action.
Before the field of oats behind the garrison fence ripens, the
tankers will depart for the training area. The commanders, gunners,
drivers, and soldiers of all specialities will demonstrate what
they have learned during the year in tactical gunnery, drivers'
preparation, and other skills. It will be a moment when a rela-
tively quiet motorpool will change into a roaring river.

We took off with the tankers on the terrain. The tanks left a

forest road behind and climbed up the hill to places where everyday
training awaited the soldiers.
