This lesson, Training and Tactics-2, contains a narrative de-
scribing the changes in the Czechoslovak educational system. It
sheds some light on how these changes affect the system of military
secondary schools, especially military gymnasiums, but also military
technical high schools. '

In 1984 the Czechoslovak educational system underwent major
changes which also affected the system of military secondary
(preparatory & gymnasium) schools.

School Law Number 29/84, passed 11 March 1984, enacted a com-
pulsory 10-year educational requirement. Eight years of this
mandatory education is to be accomplished in a grade school, and
two years in the first two grades of a secondary school (junior
high). These changes will enable the pupils to gain a complete
secondary (middle) education. The ternm "hasic education" for
graduates of the former 9-year school has been abolished
(discontinued) and replaced with the term "secondary education.”
A "complete secondary education" can be achieved by the student
after 12 years of school, and after he completes a maturation
{(matriculation) examination.

The changes concern all three types of military secondary
schools; military gymnasiums, military technical high schools, and
special military technical schools. The biggest changes--instruc-
tional content, cadres and organizational--are occurring in military
gymnasiums, where special courses of instruction aimed at the teach-
ing of military technology, electronics, and machinery, are being
introduced.

High schools for workers were abolished. After five months of
army service, the graduates of these schools could apply at 2-year
officers' schools (DD¥), which are now being phased out and being
replaced by military secondary technical training centers. At
these training centers, the pupils will receive more extensive
general education and better-quality special military preparation.

Applicants at military gymnasiums and other military secondary
schools can be 14-year-old boys who have successfully completed
eight years of grade school. In the ninth and tenth grades they
will then complete the obligatory 10-year school education. Total
expenditures for studies at all military secondary schools are
financed by the army. The pupils receive free food, equipment,
uniforms, all educational aids, and (also), pocket money.

The graduates of military gymnasiums can continue their studies
at military collsges (academies), including the Ground Forces Mil-
itary Academy (VySkov near Brno), where interested applicants can
take courses in the (following) fields (specialities):
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Command-engineering

It is not unusual for tank units to attack at night, but
night attacks pose some peculiar ncharacteristics.' For
example, orientation is more difficult, the probability
of getting stuck increases, personnel losses are kept at
a minimum, and the attacking force may even surprise

the enemy.

What requirements are peculiar to night combat?

Despite the desirability of trying to continue a daytime
attack into the night, commanders anticipate that compet-
ing demands will arise. Not only must the ongoing action
of the attack be maintained and closely supervised, but
arrangements made for the possible regrouping and reorgan
ization of attack formations, intensification of recon-
naissance, and required additional support, including a
significant number of special measures for illumination
and night vision equipment.

As soon as preparations for the attack are made, what are
the criteria for selecting the area of attack?

The areas selected for a night attack would normally con-
tain landmarks, roads and paths visible at night, the
shortest routes to the objectives, and minimum obstacles.

Wwhat attack formations are used for night combat?

Attack formations? Generally the same as those used in
daylight attacks. Units operate in the same width of =zor
and with the same fire support, although some regrouping
of artillery may take place for maximum coordination of
fires. The depth of objectives generally will be less.
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What attack formations are used by the 57th Tank Battalion?

Battalion~level attack formations normally will consist

of a single echelon made up of a tank/infantry team with
a small advance guard. Companies advance with platoons

on line.

You mentioned before that additional support might be re-
quired for night combat. What additional support is re=
gquired by a battalion attacking at night? '

The key support required by a tank battalion attacking at
night is battlefield illumination.

what is the illumination plan ?

The plan of illumination is designed primarily to illumi-
nate objectives. But the plan also includes the identi-
fication of routes of advance to assembly and deployment
areas. The routes from assembly areas to the line of de-
parture are outlined by luminous markers and guides. The
direction of attack is marked periodically during its
course by fires from aircraft, artillery, and mortars.

What other support measures are required for a battalion
attacking at night?

Uh, let me see. Anticipating that the enemy may also use
illumination, the artillery is prepared to suppress the
enemy's source of illumination. Provisions are also in-
cluded in the plan of fires for the use of smoke. That's
all I know about the illumination plan.

What requirements are regarded as key to a successful
assault river crossing? ’

The following requirements are regarded as key to a suc-
cessful assault river crossing: reconnaissance, early
planning and preparation, destruction of the enemy in the
area of the obstacle, speed and surprise, crossing on a
broad front, swift development of the attack on the far
bank, skillful and rapid engineer techniques, and air de-
fense. Naturally, every attempt will be made to cross a
water obstacle and secure intact all the means of crossing
by closing with the withdrawing force, or by pursuing themnm
so closely as to prevent effective demolition of those
means .
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Well, MSG ¥imek, there is no doubt in my mind that you ar
a soldier; therefore, I'll inform the local authorities
that they've made a mistake. You must not be the civilia
criminal they are seeking.

That'!s a relief, I have been most concerned about those
allegations. '
