A GREEK JOURNALIST AT CAPE
KENNEDY

How are the questions and answers conducted between
the ground crews and those checking the parts of the
rocket from inside?

The same way as is done in the airplanes. Shortly
before the launching one hears: "Electrical contacts?"
"OK." "Tanks?'" "OK.' "Circuits?'

And what happens afterward?
When it is ascertained that everything functions prop-
erly, the man responsible with checking the rocket or-
ers the area to be cleared.

Who gives the signal to fire the rocket?
The officer in the control room. He continues the count-
down (inspection) from there.

But didn't you say that the count-down was finished?
Not exactly. PFrom the control room the officer tries
to make sure whether the tracking mechanisism, the fuel
(1iquid oxygen or solid fuels), the pressure, etc.,
function normally,

How can he tell from the control room if everything is
OK?

What words did Gen. Eisenhower use to announce to his
staff his decision to proceed with the landing (that

the landing would be realized.)

No one remembers exactly. His Chief of Staff thinks

he said: "OK, let's go."™ An English officer present

(at the meeting) thinks he heard: "We'll cast off to-
morrow,"

How many millions of men participated in the first
assault (landing) waves?

Even though many people think thousands of men landed
(made an assault) simultaneously on different points
of the coast, the first landing wave didn't exceed
(have more than) 1800 men.

Seriously! Over the entire coast?

The first wave had as its objective to occupy a sec-
tion of the coast (a coastline) three to five Kilo-

meters long. The length of the entire landing area

was, later on, to be only 80 Kilometers long.

This operation and the drawing of its plans must have
taken weeks of preparation.

The plans of this operation showed (had) all the ine-
dications of genius, imagination, daring and courage,
Even the tiniest details had been anticipated. It was
the greatest organizing affort in history.

Did the Greek language always have dialects?

Yes, it did. The ancient Greek language has always been
separated into dialects. Before the Persian wars they
spoke and wrote a different Greek dialect in all the
large Greek centers.

And what happened after the Persian wars? :
Then Athens began to prevail with its political vigor
and intellectual achievement,

Did this flowering of Athens have any influence on the
language? :

Yes, it did. Gradually, the Athenian allies began to
use the Attic dialect as a second language. And in a
short while most of the Greeks began to speak it.

So this was the first common language the ancient Greek
world acquired?

Yes. Later on this language became the foundation of
the "Koine" of the Hellenistic period which also took
in elements from other Greek dialects.

To what do you ascribe this prevalence of the Greek
"Koine" language?

To that it was used as a common means of communication
among most Greeks and the peoples of the East after the
conquests of Alexander and even after their subjugation
to Rome.

Was this international language the same as the classi-
cal one?

No, it wasn't. It had undergone many changes. Many
ancient vowels and diphthongs began acquiring their
present pronunciation ever since that time.

THE GREEK ALPHABET

Those among my friends who hear I am learning Greek
ask me why the Greek alphabet is so strange.

Do you mean to say by ‘''strange' that it is different
from the Latin alphabet used by most countries of the
Western world today?

I suppose that's what I mean. Really, why is the Greek
alphabet different from the Latin one?

It would be historically more accurate if you reversed
your question and asked why the Latin alphabet is so
different from the Greek.

In other words, you want to say the Greek alphabet is
earlier?

I want to say this, too. But what I mainly wish to
emphasize is that the Latins and other neighboring peo-
ples took the alphabet from the Greek inhabitants of
Southern Italy,

So, the Greeks invented the alphabet by themselves?
No, they did not. It is believed that the Greeks got
the alphabet from the Phoenicians who, in turn, took
it from the Egyptians.

But, if I am not mistaken, didn't the Egyptians use pic-
tures instead of an alphabet., 1

That's true! In time, though, they also created a syl-
labic form of writing. In other words, they made the
picture of an object to represent not only the object
but the sounds of the first syllable of the object as
well,

In what way did the Phoenicians change the writing they
took from the Egyptians?

They gave to the symbols they obtained from there the
phonetic value of consonants. And the Greeks, in turn,
made each symbol stand for a sound in their language,

a vowel or a consonant, as the case might be.
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DIALOGUE 11
Translation

THE GREEK ALPHABET

So the Greeks were the first people to create the pho-
netic alphabet, as we understand it today?

Exactly! The Phoenicians used the various symbols to
represent only consonants, not vowels. The Greeks,
however, chose a few of these letters to represent
vowels.

Why did they make this change?
Because the vowels play an important part in the Greek

language. One cannot omit them from either reading or
writinge.

When did the Greeks start using the alphabet?

In historic times. But there are various theories now
concerning whether the Phoenicians obtained the linear
alphabet of the Cretans or the syllabic one of the
Egyptians.

But the Greeks believed that Cadmus, the King of The-
bes, gave them the alphabet, didn't they?
Yes, that's what they believed.

Hasn't the Greek alphabet changed since then?

Of course it did! The first Greek alphabet, the archaic
one, underwent several changes pefore it ended up with
the 24 characters we have today.

But the alphabet did remain the same from classical
times on to the present, didn't it?

Yes, it did. However, the sounds of the Greek lan-
guage have changed. That's the reason why we see to-
day two or sometimes three letters to represent the
same sound.

Do you mean the three letters and three diphthongs
that represent sound(i)?

Exactly! And twoother Greek letters, o and ® repre-
sent now sound /o/, and so on.

Many scholars believe these
people probably revised the
original letters obtained
from the Phoenicians to suit
the needs of the Greek lan-
guage and of the various di-
alects of that language.

It is believed the present
alphabet was introduced in
Greece between the 7th and
6th centuries B.C. However,
the alphabet ascribed to Cad-
mus came several centuries
earlier,around 1400 B.C.

The linear alphabet of the
Cretans and of the inhabit-
ants of the Peloponnese was
all but forgotten in histor-
ic times. It was rediscov-
ered in our century and de-
coded in 1952,

Yes, it does, It was be-
lieved by most scholars up
until 1952 that the Cretans
spoke a strange language
no one knew. It has been
proven now that the Cretans
