The task is to extract or
impart information or to complete a specific linguistic func-
tion using an appropriate style and register.

@ Listening Comprehension

The activity is listening to an aural stimulus. The task
is to process and decode the message by responding to multiple-
choice, true-or-false, and content questions or by extracting
the essential elements of information.

@ Reading Comprehension

The activity is to process and decode a passage printed in
Russian. The tasks include scanning, skimming, comprehending
or evaluating the message, and restoring, gisting, or para-
phrasing the text.

@® Translation
Vocalization/Reading Interpretation: The activity consists

of reading a passage in Russian. The task is to interpret the
message into spoken English.

Translation: The activity consists of reading a printed
passage in Russian or English. The task is to translate the
passage in writing into the other language.

@® Writing (Transcription/Written Response)

The activity is listening to a recorded passage in Russian.
The task is to write the passage down in Russian using the con-
ventional Cyrillic alphabet and then to respond to questions per-
taining to the message.

EATING FACILITIES

Although all eating establishments in the Soviet Union are
run by the government, there are considerable differences within
the system. The best food and service is given to foreigners in
specially designated restaurants. These, as a rule, are luxurious
pre-revolutionary buildings or newly constructed establishments
on the premises of Intourist hotels. These facilities often have
bars where liquor and tobacco are available to foreigners for hard
currency.

Facilities designated for Soviet citizens are considerably
poorer in both service and food. Moreover, the farther one goes
from urban centers, the worse they become. To get a meal in a
Soviet restaurant one must, above all, be patient. It is not
unusual to wait as long as an hour or more to be served (in some
instances to have your order taken). Furthermore, it is not
uncommon for a number of items on the menu to be unavailable.

Street vendors are a common sight in the Soviet Union. 1In
cities, particularly near train stations and subways, women in
white aprons stand behind boxes on wheels and peddle various hot
and cold food items. The most popular item sold in this manner
is ice cream.

Vending machines are common in all urban areas. These
machines are located on the streets and dispense carbonated water,
fruit drinks or beer. During the summer months vendors sell kvas
(a fermented bread drink) from wheeled cisterns.

RECREATION

Since the entertainment industry is not very well developed
in the USSR, Soviet citizens spend a great deal of time in the
outdoors. During the winter, skiing (primarily cross country)
and skating are very popular; in the summer, camping and hiking
are enjoyed.

The government encourages group activities in all facets
of life. To this end it has established a network of campsites
and hiking trails. Vacationers may join excursions, rent boats,
tents, sleeping bags, etc. or go off with a guide for from three
to ten days.

Those who prefer to go ‘alone have a more difficult time.
Although in theory there is no private property in the USSR, in
reality there are a number of restricted or closed areas. For
example, those areas in which the dachas of Soviet leaders and
high ranking party members are located are off limits. Areas
containing military establishments or industrial complexes
servicing the military are, likewise, off limits.

The greatest obstacle facing the ordinary camper or hiker
is the secrecy concerning the country's territory. All maps
available to the public are doctored; they do not conform to the
actual geography of the Soviet Union. Consequently, the indivi-
dual never knows which areas are open and which are restricted.

@® Scction One: Verbs of Motion (Introduction)

® Within the Russian verbal system there is a small group
of important verbs that requires special attention. This
group of verbs is commonly referred to as the verbs of
motion. In short, the verbs of motion are those verbs
which denote any kind of locomotion or movement (e.g.,
walking, running, flying, driving, swimming, etc.).
These verbs differ from their English counterparts in
two fundamental ways. '

@ First, the Enclish verb "to go® can mean any kind of
movement, whether on foot or by vehicle. Compare the
following sentences: ‘ . .

I am going next door.
I am going to the mountains.
I am going to Europe.

In each example, the general notion of movement is con-
veyed, although in each case both the action and the mode
of transportation are quite different. It is obvious,
for example, that the means by which one "goes" next door
is not the same as that by which one "goes" to Europe.
Russian, on the other hand, avoids such ambiguity by
having a separate verb for denoting each means of motion.

® Secondly, verbs of motion are unique in Russian in the
sense that for each general means of motion, there are
two verbs, each having specialized meanings. One verb
is "definite," the other, "indefinite."
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@ Sccetion Two: Verb HOmu versus Verb Examb -

Russian distinguishes among various means of motion within
the general meaning of "going"; that is, Russian specifies
whether the action (motion) takes place on foot, or by vehicle,
etc. Compare the following examples:

PUBLIC TRANSPORT

Unlike in America, where the automobile is the main means of
transportation, in the USSR almost all transportation is accomp-
lished via public means - streetcars, trolleys, buses, subways,
taxis and trains.* Private cars exist, but their ratio to the
population is extremely low (from 25-30 people per car in some
larger cities to over. 80 to 1 in rural areas).

TRAINS: Soviet trains have four classes. Deluxe offers
soft seats with private washrooms, while the other three classes
have washrooms at the end of the cars. The first class service
is called "soft car" (markuit BaroH) and contains spring-cushioned
berths. Each compartment accommodates four persons. The second
class or "hard car" (xécTkuii BaroH) has a cushion on wooden berths
and each compartment seats six people and sleeps four. The third
class has wooden berths without compartments. In selling tickets,
no attempt is made to separate men from women in sleeping cars.
Unlike America, most commercial shipping is done by rail rather
than by truck.

e ‘ HOTELS

In the Soviet Union there are two agencies which service
foreigners: 1Intourist (acronym for "foreign tourist") and
Sputnik (the bureau for youth travel). As are all other agencies
in the USSR, Intourist and Sputnik are operated by the government.
Moreover, all agencies or establishments having anything to do
with foreigners either cooperate with or are supervised by the
KGB (Soviet secret.police). This means that guides, interpreters,
and other employees of these agencies must ensure that the KGB's
instructions and directives as to what foreigners may or may not
see and do are upheld. They are often required to submit to the
KGB written reports as to what tourists have seen, said and done,
what their habits, strengths and weaknesses are, etc.

Intourist has its own network of hotels which are open to
foreigners only. Most .of the hotels are relatively modern and
reasonably comfortable. Only the deluxe class, however, can be
considered to approach American standards. Nevertheless, even
in this class elevators may not work, room service is practically
non-existent, the water supply may be interrupted at any time,
radios cannot be turned off in some rooms, and guests may not
leave the hotel with their room keys. Any purchases made in
these hotels must be in a foreign currency.
