The task
is to process and decode the message by responding to multiple-
choice, true-or-false, and content questions or by extractlng
the essential elements of information.

The activity is to process and decode a passage printed in
Russian. The tasks include scanning, skimming, comprehending
or evaluating the message, and restorlng, gisting, or para-
phrasing the text.

@® Translation
Vocalization/Reading Interpretation: The activity consists

or reading a passage printed in Russian. The task is to inter-
pret the message into spoken Russian. '

Translation: The activity consists of»reading a printed
passage in Russian or English. The task is to translate the
passage in writing into the other language.

@® Writing (Transcription/Written Response)

The activity is listening to a recorded passage in Russian.
The task is to write the passage down in Russian using the con-
ventional Cyrillic aslphabet and then to respond to question per-
taining to the message.

The Soviet Union's highway transportation is still very poorly
developed. Most of the highway network, particularly that which
is hard-surfaced, is located west of the Ural Mountains.

The lack of a major national road system in a country as large
as the Soviet Union limits the transportation of freight and pas-
sengers to trucks and buses and puts an added strain on the rail-
roads. Weather conditions also hamper road traffic during the
longer and severe winters but, more particularly, during spring
thaws and autumn rains when dirt roads become impassible. The Rus-
sian language has the word "rasputitsa" meaning roadlessness,
which aptly describes the conditions prevalent in the countryside
during the spring and fall.

The USSR has made substantial progress in the'development of
civil air transportation. The Soviet airline, Aeroflot, now
claims that it is the largest air carrier in the world.

The rapid growth of air passenger traffic has been accompanied
by a program of aircraft modernization. The most important in-
novation has been the introduction of fast, turbojet aircraft such
as the two-engine TU-104 and the four-engine TU-114. The most
heavily traveled air route in the Soviet Union--with fourteen
roundtrips daily--is between Moscow and Leningrad. Nevertheless,
planes regularly land and take off not just hours, but even days
late.

Perhaps the most serious weakness of Soviet air transportation
is the inadequate attention given to passenger comfort and safety.
It is still quite common to find planes with non-pressurized
cabins and broken seatbelts. Moreover, most airports outside
of the larger urban areas have unpaved runways and an inadequate
system of air traffic control.

@® Scction One: Introduction to Verbal Aspects

The English verb has many compound tenses, which are
formed with such auxillary verbs as "do", "have", "be", and
"will".* In contrast , the Russian verb is structurally guite
simple. There is only one compound tense (6HTB + infinitive,
which expresses future tense). The remaining past, present,
and future tenses of Russian verbs are all simple, one-word
forms.

The Russian verb has one dimension which the English verb
does not - ASPECT. Almost all Russian verbs occur in pairs;
that is, they have two forms. These forms are known as
"ASPECTS". All Russian verbs belong to one of two aspects:
the IMPERFECTIVE aspect or the PERFECTIVE aspect. The two
forms do not differ from one another in general meaning, but
rather describe or emphasize a different aspect of the given
action:

An imperfective verb denotes an activity in progress
over some period of time.

A perfective verb denotes the completion or termination
of the activity. ‘

Given an imperfective verb, there is no sure way to deter-
mine what the perfective form will be. In general, Russian per-
fective verbs can be formed :

Housing

The guestion of housing is the second greatest problem in the
USSR after food. More than half of the population of the Soviet
Union lives in rural areas and often lacks both plumbing and cen-
tral heating. Moreover, about 30 percent of the population either
does not have electricity or has it provided only at certain times
of the day or year.

- The housing problem is particularly acute in urban areas in
spite of the government's massive construction programs. The
larger Soviet cities are saturated with rows of identical nine-,
eleven-, and fourteen-story prefabricated structures. Although
the architecture is monotonous and the workmanship very poor, re-
ceiving one of these apartments means being able to move out of
a communal flat where it is necessary to share a kitchen, bath,
and toilet with four to six other families.

Between one-fourth and one-third of the urban population still
lives in such communal apartments. The national average (1980)
is 7.2 square meters of living space per person in urban areas
(about one third of the space of American city dwellers).
