® Verbs of motion are unique in that each action is expressed
by two 1nf1n1t1ves, both of which are imperfective. These
verbs differ from one another in that one expresses an in-

deflnlte_or habitual motion; the other a definite or one-
time action.

® Many prefixes can be added to verbs of motion. The prefix
shows the direction of the motion. Since a definite direc-
tion is indicated, prefixed verbs of motion lose the distinc-
tion between indefinite and definite motion and are either
1mperfect1ve or perfectlve.

Prefixed verbs of motion retain the basic meaning of the
unprefixed form.

The aspectual dlstlnctlon is the same: the imperfective
focuses upon the action itself while the perfectlve em-
phasizes the achievement of a result.

Infantry

There is no such thing as a "foot soldier" in the Soviet
Ground Forces. All infantry units—--from rifle squad to division--
are fully mechanized. Their troops move in personnel carriers
and train to go directly into combat in APCs - (armored personnel
carriers). Thus, Soviet infantry units are called motorized rifle
units, underscoring the emphasis on mechanization.

The basic building block of the Soviet infantry is the motor-
ized rifle battalion. It is the smallest infantry unit with organic
mortars, antitank weapons, communication units, and support ser-
vices.
