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PHASE IIT OBJECTIVES

The refinement of the ability to cope with aural and
printed language stimuli in unstructured situations.

PART I. VOCABULARY. The objective of this component is
presentation and reinforcement of new vocabulary. Lexical
items are introduced with annotations and model usages.
The items -are then expanded by way of thematic or struc-

tural clusters and then reinforced through high-frequency
word combinations.

PART II. SEMANTICS. The objective of this component is
the cognition of notional problem areas for the American
student of Russian. This is accomplished by a tabular and
annotated presentation of English concepts that are expres=
sed by multiple forms in Russian. Activities include exer-
cises reinforcing the correct expression of these equiva-
lents, practice in circumlocution and and in the carrying
out of various language tasks. '

PART III. APPLICATION. The objective of this component is
the application and reinforcement of the morphology, seman-
tics, and syntax of this and preceding lessons. The acti-
vitites include an analysis and discussion of Homework I

as well as varied exercises addressing the aforementioned
problem areas.

RSN PART IV.  PROGRESS CHECK. The objective of this component
e is the review and reinforcement of the lexicon and functions
of this and preceding lessons. Activities include a con-
textual check of new vocabulary, exercises focusing on
verbs, synonyms, antonyms, word building, textual restora-
tion, and the carrying out of various language tasks.

PART V. READING COMPREHENSION. The objective of this
component is the promotion of the skill of comprehending and
evaluating printed stimuli. The reading materials in this
component comprise a continious text dealing with the Soviet
Armed Forces. The student is acquainted with the formation
and evolution of the Soviet Army on a backdrop of the high-
lights of Soviet history. Activities include lexical expan-

‘'sion, reading, textual analysis, and discussion.
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PART VI. CONVERSATION. The objective of this component
‘'is the reinforcement and refinement of the oral mode of
communication. Activities in¢lude interpreter exercises,
the reinforcement of conversational etiquette, lexical
expansion, and varied communicative tasks.

PART VII. THE SOVIET PRESS. The objective of this com-
ponent is to acquaint the student with the composition,
style, structure, and standard phrases used in the Soviet
media. An annotated tabular presentation addresses cliches
and buzz-words associated with a particular theme. Extracts
from the Soviet press and news broadcasts serve as the s
source for reading, translation, restoration, transforma-
tion, and comprehension exercises.

PART VIITI. REINFORCEMENT. The objective of this component
is the review and reinforcement of the structural features
presented in this and preceding lessons. Activitites in-
‘clude an analysis and discussion of Homework II, as well

as a variety of exercises specifically addressing problem
areas for an American student of Russian. A written trans-
lation (English to Russian) is included in every Reinforce-
ment. ‘ ‘

PART IX. COMPREHENSION/COMMUNICATION. The objective of
this component is the development of skills of listening
comprehension and speaking. An aural stimulus recorded

on a cassette serves as the source for a number of com-
pPrenension activities. The speaking skill is activated
through a wide assortment of situations and language tasks
requiring a proficiency level of two to three.

Expressing "can't" in Russian

Students often have difficulty in rendering such sentences !
as "Speak louder. I can't hear you" in Russian. Often the word
"can't" is indeed rendered by the negated verb moub. Note, how-
ever the contrast below.

I can't
hear him. ‘
