PART 1I. VOCABULARY. The objective of this component is
the presentation and reinforcement of new vocabulary.
Lexical items are instroduced with annotations and model
usages. The items are then expanded-by way of thematic

or structural clusters and then reinforced through high-
frequency word combinations. -

PART II. SEMANTICS. The objective of this component is
the cognition of notional problem areas fobr the American
student of Russian. This is accomplished by a tabular

and annotated presentation of English concepts that are
expressed by multiple forms in Russian. Activitites in-
clude exercises reinforcing the correct expression of
these equivalents, practive in circumlocution and in the

carrying out of various language tasks.

Part III. APPLICATION. The objective of this component is
the application and reinforcement of the morphology, seman-
tics, and syntax of this and preceding lessons. The activi-
ties include and analysis and discussion of Homework I as
well as varied exercises addressing the aforementioned
problem areas. ' '

PART IV. PROGRESS CHECK. The objective of this component
is the review and reinforcement of the lexicon and functions
of this and preceding lessons. Activities include a con-
textual check of new vocabulary, exercises focusing on
verbs, synonyms, antonyms, word building, textual restora-
tion, and the carrying out of various language tasks.

PART V. READING COMPREHENSION., The ébjective of this
compoment i1s the promotion of the skill of comprehending
and evaluating printed stimuli. The reading materials in
this component comprise a continuous text dealing with the
Soviet Armed Forces. The student is acquainted with the
formation and evolution of the Soviet Army on a backdrop of
the highlights of Soviet history. Activities include lexi-

cal expansion, reading, textual analysis, and discussion.
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PART VI. CONVERSATION. The objective of this component is
the reinforcement and refinement of the oral mode of commu-
nication. Activities include interpreter exercises, the
reinforcement of conversational etiquette, lexical expansion,
and varied communicative tasks.

PART VII. THE SOVIET PRESS. The objective of this component
is to acquaint the student with the composition, style, :
structure, and standard phrases used in the Soviet media. An
annotated tabular presentation addresses cliches and buzz-
words associated with a particular theme. Extracts from the
Soviet press and news broadcast serve as the source for
reading, translation, restoration, transformation, and com-
prehension exercises. :

PART VIII. REINFORCEMENT. The objective of this component.
is the review and reinforcement of the structural features
presented in this and preceding lessons. Activities in-
clude an analysis and discussion of Homework II, as well as
a variety of exercises specifically addressing problem areas
for an American student of Russian. A written translation
(English to Russian) is included in every Reinforcement.

PART IX.  COMPREHENSION/COMMUNICATION. The objective of
component is the developement of skills of listening compre-
hension and speaking. An aural stimulus recorded on a cas-
sette serves as the source for a number of comprehension
activities. The speaking skill is activated through a wide
assortment of situations and language tasks requiring a pro-
ficiency level of two to three. '

Speed of vehicles in Russian is usually measured in "kilo-
meters per hour". Also, the speed of flight of artillery pro-
jectiles is usually measured in "meters per second". The rate
of fire of infantry and artillery weapons is usually measured
in "rounds per minute". Wind speed in weather reports is mea-
sured in "meters per second”.

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Reporting Weather Data in Russian

In Soviet weather reports”temperatures are reported in Cen-
tigrade (see appendix of this lesson for comparison with Fahren-
heit temperatures). Some basic weather forecasting terminology

is given below:
rpdnyc - degree
lénscuit - Celsius; Centigrade ,
Terid - (here): above 0° Centigrade (e.g. 10 rpaAnycoB Tenni)
MOpd3 - (here): below 0° Centigrade (e.g. S'Ppénycos mopdé3sa)

Temperatures are usually reported in degrees - {Centigrade)
above or below zero. ' ' S

Mopo3a.

‘The temperature during the day (will be) 7-9 degrees above
zero (C.), during the night — 3-4 degrees below zero.

Two subordinate points noteworthy when discussing weather
reports: '

1. the term mmoc can be used instead of Temnd to refer to
temperatures above zero (C.), and MUHYC can be used instead
of moposa for temperatures below zero, e.q.

MHHYC 5 rpanycos = 5 IpagycoB Mopo3a

IUNoC 5 rpamycoB = 5 rpanycos Tema

2. quite often temperature ranges are reported. For example,
7/-10 rpanycoB Temsa means /-10 degrees above zero. Unfor-
tunately, these numbers' are read quickly, often without a
pause. Thus 7-10 (cemb-gecaTh) may sound like 70 (cemppe-
car); 8-10 (Bocemb-pmecaTs) may sound 1ike 80 (BOCeMEHEcAT) .
Obviously, since these refer to temperatures, 70 or 80 de-
grees Centigrade would be ridiculous, since their Fahren-
heit equivalents are 158 and 176 respectively! Care must

be taken, however, since these numbers are very close in
