INTRODUCTION TO TRANSLATION

Translation from Russian into English is an extremely
important activity in refining and applying basic language
skills. Also, most Russian linguists, regardless of their
specific jobs, must know how to use a Russian—Engl%sh dic-
tionary. Unfortunately, all too often students fa}l to apply
previously acquired grammatical and syntactical skills as they
begin to use the dictionary, thus leading to translations such

as the one shown below.

Russian sentence:

TakHve BONPOCH CTAHOBATCA aKTYaJIbHHMH TIPH pPa3BEPTHBAaHUHU
60eBOl O6CTaAHOBKH..

Incorrect translation:

"Such questions stand as actual in the presence
of the unwrapping of battle furniture."

The reason for the absurdity of the above translation is

that the student simply looked up the words in a dictionary
and selected the first available meanings listed without
regard for context.

The sentence actually means:

"Such matters become urgent as a combat situation
develops.”

B. DICTIONARY USAGE

In order to render accurate translations into English,

you must learn to use a dictionary. First, you must

know the Russian alphabet well enough to be able to
quickly locate a given word. A Russian-English dictionary
can be divided into four general sections as follows:

Part I A-3  (a, 6, B, T, n,xg% X, 3)

Part II -0 (n,fg? x, 7, M, H, O)

Part III N -T (m, p, ¢, T)

Part v V-4 (y;;é,'x,'u; q, ﬁ, u, b,.H? b, D, ©, f)

Note that BParts II and III roughly equate to those sections

of the English alphabet concerning alphabetical order.

Part T (A -3 ) and Part IV (Y - 4 ) usually give students
the most problems and their alphabetical order should be
committed to memory.

The first step in finding a Russian word in the dictionary
is to locate the section of the first letter of the word.
Thus BYKBA will precede BAW, which precedes [OM, which pre-
cedes XEHA, etc. ) o ‘
