Russian Grammatical Gender

This grammatical gender can be recognized in
most cases by the last sound or by the last letter
of the noun:

Although Russian "soft" adjectives are greatly out-
numbered by "hard" ones, they nevertheless include a number
of words which are very frequently used in the spoken
language.

Only a few of them have so far been introduced in the
preceding lessons of this course. We present in this lesson
some of the more active adjectives of this type along with
those you already know. '

You will find the declension of "soft" adjectives in
the chart which is given at the end of Part III (page 75).

Please remember that in adjectives of this type the final
consonant of the stem is palatalized and should be pronounced
accordingly.

JABHO and JIOJI'O

These two words are different in meaning and should not
be confused.

JaBHO 1is translated into English by "long ago", "a long
time ago" and is uséd to show that an event had occurred
sometime in the remote past.

I saw this film long, long ago and hardly
remember what it is all about.

Jlloaro stresses the duration of an action or state of
being and is usually translated by "for a long time".

ExamEle: A moaro He MOr 3TOr'o 3al0HTb.

I couldn't forget it for a long time.

There are, however, certain contexts in which zmasrO
is also translated by "for a long time" and a possibility of
confusion is thus created. However, a short explanation
will, it is hoped, suffice to make things clear.

llaBHO, as an equivalent of the English expression
"for a long time" will appear in sentences which show
that an action or state started a long time ago and is
still continuing. E.g.:

d xuBy 3Zech YyXe ZAaBHO,

I have been living here for a long time.

(i.e. I have arrived here a long time ago and am still living
here at the moment of speaking).

I have known Ivanov for a long time.
(i.e. I have met Ivanov a long time ago and still count

him amoung my friends).

Perhaps it will help you to understand the problem if
we say that "zasmo" in the above contexts really means
"since long ago".

Qesu# (= a whole), on the other hand, is somewhat
emphatic in nature and is used when the speaker wishes to
impress his listener with the magnitude of the thing
involved.
