This is the 5th volume of the Russian Basic Course, Taped Exercises.
The Taped Exercises were developed as part of the ovefall development
specifications for DLI Work Unit 0114, Revision of Taped Exercises in
20 Languages. The objective of Work Unit 011k is to improve DLI audio
software and to incorporate recent advances in language teaching/learning
techniques into DLI courses. These materiaels are intended to supplement
or replace existing tape materials in each of the 20 basic courses
encompassed by this work unit.
