Scope:

a. The course consists of 48 lessons with dialogues and situa-
tions based on a sample guerrilla warfare scenario. Additional
materials address the vocabulary and terminology peculiar to each
of the Special Forces Operational Specialties (0O5BS, 11BS, 11CS
12BS, 91BS) and common tasks. .

b. The situation dialogues are accompanied by cassette tapes.

c. Each lesson includes a dialogue, a vocabulary list, struc-

tural notes, drills, a narrative, exercises, and homework. At

the end of each volume there is an answer key for -each lesson's
narration and homework. '

Course Length:

The course is designed to be completed in a structured pro-
gram lasting approximately 12 weeks, eight hours a day, five days
a week.

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WARSAW PACT MILITARY MAPS

Warsaw Pact military maps are constucted on the tranverse cylindrical Gauss—.
Krasovskij projection (GK). This projection is very similar, but not identical
to the transverse Mercator projection which has been adopted by NATO since the
Second World War. The Soviets adopted their system in 1928. At a Soviet
sponsored meeting in Sophia, Bulgaria in 1952, Soviet mapping specifications
were proclaimed mendatory for all Warsaw Pact countries.

The Gauss-Krasovskij projection is based on 6° zones of longltudg, beginning
with the Greenwich Meridian and continuing around the golbe in 6° increments
to form a total of 60 zones, each of which extends from North to the South
Pole.

Warsaw Pact maps are read UP and to the RIGHT. The Northing element being
the first half of the grid coordinate and the Easting element being the
second half. Thls sequence is the REVERSE for the UTM method utilized by NATO.

Warsaw Pact maps have a kilometric grid of horizontal and vertical lines
(horizontals and verticals) that are called coordinates. In indicating the
location of an object according to the squares the kilometric grld one
indicateé the square in which the object is located. A square is identified
by using the numbering of the horizontal and vertical lines as follows: first
one indicated the number of the norizontal at the southern edge of the square,
then the number of the vertical of the western edge of the square.
