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PREFACE

The Defense Language Institute Russian Refresher is a six-week
instructor-driven course that is designed for the student who has
completed an intensive year of Russian. The objective of the
course is to remind the student of those structural features which
he/she theoretically knows, as well as to reinforce the skills of
listening comprehension, reading comprehension, and speaking.

Each of the twenty-four lessons (three modules) comprising the
course contains the following components:

Grammar. The objective of this component is to review briefly
the basic principles of Russian morphology and syntax. Rules
of formation and usage are stated in both narrative and
tabular formats. An application section drilling the given
grammatical topics completes the component.

Conversation. The objective of this component is the review
and automatization of conversational formulas in their
appropriate register as well as the reinforcement of the oral
mode of communication. Each component contains a tabular
presentation of language functions, an interpreter exercise,
and a section devoted to extemporaneous conversation. The
first two parts are followed by a variety of exercises.

Listening Comprehension. The objective of this component is
the reinforcement of auditory memory and the refinement of the
skill of listening comprehension. Each component contains the
following sections: radiograms, number extraction, rapid fire
drill, and a dictation.

Homework. The objective of this component is the
reinforcement of the skills of reading comprehension and
translation. Part I consists of a sentence level English-to-
Russian translation; Part II of a text level Russian-to-
English translation.

Translation. The objective of this component is the
reinforcement of the skill of reading comprehension through
the technique of textual analysis. Activities consist of an
analysis and discussion of the translations done for homework,
practice in decoding messages on the basis of context, and a
topical discussion in Russian.
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Comprehension and Communication. 'The objective of this
component is the reinforcement and further development of the
skills of listening comprehension and speaking. Activities
include: a dictation, extraction of the essential elements of
information from aural stimuli, a simulated interrogation,
practice in circumlocution, topical discussions and reports on
current events.

Assuming that two hours are spent on homework, the eight
learning hours per day are roughly distributed as follows:

Grammar/Translation.

3 hrs.
Listening Comprehension. 2 hrs.
Speaking. 2 hrs.
Reading Comprehension. 1 hr.

The Russian Refresher draws the vocabulary for active
production from the lexical inventory of Phases I-III of the
DLIFLC Russian course. There are no lexical constraints for
passive activities. Thematically, the Russian Refresher addresses
equally situations requiring general language usage and those of a
military nature.

General Language: Grammar, Conversation, and the second half
of Comprehension/Communication.

Military: Listening Comprehension, Homework.
Translation and the first part of
Comprehension/Communication.

The material and tasks in the Russian Refresher reflect a
range of proficiency levels from 1-3 for the skills of listening,
reading and speaking, and a 1-1+ for writing.

The genitive case 'is used with and without prepositions and
has more functions than any other case in the Russian lan-
guage. The primary functions of the genitive case are:

1.

To express ownership or possession

Russian expresses this function by way of two construc-
tions, one without a preposition and one with a preposi-
tion.

Without a Preposition: The possessor, indicated in Eng-
lish with an apostrophe "s", follows the thing possessed.
The noun in the genitive case denotes the owner and
answers the question ue#t (ubs, UBE, UbH).

With a Preposition: Possession may also be expressed by
the construction y + genitive case + ecTh. The thing
possessed is in the nominative case while the possessor,
preceded by the preposition y is in the genitive case.
