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GENERAL COMMENTS ON THE DECLENSION OF NOUNS IN THE PLURAL

1. There are two basic types of declension in the Plural:
the HARD type (with the endings -H (-a), -aMm, -AMH, -AX),
and the SOFT type (with the endings -H, (-f), -aM, -5IMH,
-51X) .

2. Nouns of ALL three genders take the same endings in
THREE cases in the Plural:

-AM, -aM in the DATIVE

-AMH , -5SIMHA in the INSTRUMENTAL, (with the exception
of mogbpMmmu, neTeMH) ,

~AX, -5IX in the PREPOSITIONAL.

3. In the NOMINATIVE and GENITIVE (and therefore also in the
ACCUSATIVE) the endings are different:

a. The NOMINATIVE Plural of masculine and feminine
nouns has the endings -H (hard type) or -H (soft
type). The NOMINATIVE Plural of neuter nouns
has the endings -A (hard type) or -1 (soft type) .

b. the ACCUSATIVE Plural of a feminine or a mascu-
line noun that denotes an ANIMATE being is
ldentical with the GENITIVE.

C. the ACCUSATIVE Plural of a feminine or a
masculine noun that denotes an INANTMATE object
1s identical with the NOMINATIVE.

d. since there are almost no neuter animate nouns,
the ACCUSATIVE Plural of neuter nouns 1s almost
always identical with the NOMINATIVE.

e@. the GENITIVE Plural has different endings
not only for different genders, but sometimes
even for different groups of words of the
- Same gender. (See the Table of Genitive Plural
Endings, pp. 4-5.)
