Workbook 2 is at proficiency level 1+. It contains short features and
news articles from Soviet newspapers on topics ranging from
weather reports to terrorism.

Each text is accompanied by exercises designed to help you maintain
and enhance your reading skills. The exercises in this book build on
the basic reading strategies of skimming for the gist of a text and
scanning for specific information, such as names, dates, or places.
In addition you will be encouraged to practice reading strategies
such as

 looking for clues to meaning in text format,

using your background knowledge to predict the
information carried in a text,

guessing the meanings of words from the context,
looking for cognates.
