The Simple (Perfective) Future

The Simple Future is formed similar to Past Perfective and Perfective Infinitive, that is, mostly by
adding a prefix or suffix.

Present: A uny, eny, nuiry, coOMparoch, etc.

Simple Future: S noiiny, noeny, Hanmuiny, codepychb ete.

The Imperative

The Imperative has only two forms: 2™ person singular you, and 2™ person plural you for
imperfective and perfective. To form Imperative you normally drop -Tb or -tu from Infinitive and
add -it or -u for singular, and -te for plural. Examples: 31paBcTBOBaTb, 3APaBCTBYH,
3[IPaBCTBYWTe; MPUXOAUTh, IPUXOIM, IPUXOIUTE; HECTH, HECH, HECHTE.

Note: There are two incorrect Imperative forms that you can come across in modern colloquial
Russian for the verbs exate and e3quTth; they are: [exaii, exaiite] and [enb, exbTe]. The correct
forms are e3:kai, e3;kaiTe.

The imperative can be followed either by the future tense or by the infinitive. Compare:

JlaBaii Baputh cyn. — Let us be cooking soup.

JlaBaii 0ynem BapuTh cyn. — Let us_be cooking soup. (Same as w/o dyaemM. Not as common).
JaBaii cBapum cyn. — Let’s cook (start and have cooked) the soup .

The Aspects and the Tense. The Future Tense.

Like in the Past Tense, the Russian verbs have two Aspects in the Future Tense: the Imperfective
and the Perfective. These two forms are also called the Compound Future (Imperfective) and the
Simple Future (Perfective).

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Compound words with BHe and BHelnHMii/BHelIHe — outside

Bue can stand alone and spelt separately when it is a preposition or it can be a prefix as part of
adjectives, adverbs, or compound prepositions. Buemne is derived from BHe and can also be used
both independently as an adjective or adverb, or as part of compound adjectives. Here are some

The Russian verb with the meaning to put (horizontally) should be shown from the point of view of
the Aspect: Perfective and Imperfective.

The Infinitive Imperfective is kaacTb. The Infinitive Perfective is mosoxuThb.

There is no Infinitive form [moxkuTs], this form is not used independently. It is used only with
prefixes in the Perfective. Still, some people use this incorrect Infinitive form and you may come
across it.

Comment: To put can be translated as ki1acTb/moa0XKUTH (horizontally) or cTABUTH/TIOCTABUTH
(vertically). Thus, to put a towel will be moJjioxkuTH MoJI0TeHUE, While to put a glass will be
nocTaBUTH cTakaH. There are objects that can be used with both verbs depending on the object’s
position. You can moJ0:kuTh KHUTY HA MOJIKY — put a book (flat) on the shelf, or you can
NMOCTABUTH KHUTY HA MOJIKY — put a book on the shelf (in the upright position).

The Meaning of the Prefixes

If you look at the table above you will see that the meaning of a verb (and this is also the case with
the corresponding nouns) acquires a different meaning when it is used with different prefixes.
These prefixes are the same and have the same meaning as the corresponding prepositions. In
English, unlike Russian, a prefix or a preposition can be placed either in pre position or in post
position, for example, in English you can say input or put in while in Russian you can only say
BKJIA/IBIBATh, BJIOKHTb, BKJIA], €tC.

The Particle -xa

The particle -ka is used with verbs or with the particle my in the following situations:

1) To make a request sound in a more relaxed tone in the Imperative:

Jlail MHE TOCMOTpET.

Jlali-ka MHE ITOCMOTpPETb.

Hy-ka nait MHE mOCMOTpETS.

(The particle -ka is normally used only once though it is not impossible to say Hy-ka naii-ka ...)
The particle -ka is used in a more colloquial set up. Its formal counterpart will be the word
noxxaiayiicra: Jlaii MHe, moxkajyiicra, mocmorpers. Still, you can also say: /laii-ka MHe,
MOKAJIYHCTA ...

2) To denote intent or decision in the Future for the 1* person of the verbs or with the
particle ny:

Harnmmry-xa s nuceMo.

Jlaii-Ka s HanuIy uceMo.

Hy-ka Hannmy s nuceMo.

Let me write a letter.

The particle -To can be used for emphasis

The Interrogative Particle JIu (JIb)

Unlike the particles pa3Be and Hey:xeman, which refer to the whole sentence (Module 2, Lesson 4),
the particle s1u refers to one particular word in an interrogative sentence and always follows that
word. The use of the particle i is a more formal way of asking questions and also it is used in
compound sentences.

There is only one way to construct an indirect question always using the particle au:

S xoTen y3HaTh, MAET JIU A0KAb HA ABOpe. — [ wanted to find out if it was raining outside.

S xoTeJ1 y3HATh, NPUXOAMJI JIM OH BUepa. — [ wanted to find out if he was here yesterday.

The particle sim is a variant of the particle nam — if, whether and because of this you sometimes
may come across an incorrect way of putting an indirect question in colloquial speech, and this of
course should be avoided: [5I xoTeJs1 y3HaTh, HJIU OH pUX0aAnJ Buepa — This is wrong].

Diminutive Suffixes
In Russian, when you want to say little table, or little chair you can do it in two ways: either to use
such two words in Russian or to use suffixes that denote the concept of being little. Thus:

MaieHbKHIl CTOJI = CTOJUK — [ittle table
MarneHbKuil cTyn = CTYJBYMK — /ittle chair

Comments:

1) There is no formal differentiation between “degrees of diminutiveness” though they do exist. If
you take the examples above: JJMCT — IMCTOK — JTUCTOYEK Or pa3 — pa3ok — pa3ouek the nouns
with the suffix -ou-ek are “smaller” that those without it.
2) In many cases the suffix -o4/-ka above has lost its original function of diminutiveness like in the
nouns Majabumk and geBouka. This suffix can also denote either neutral meaning: kapTomka —
potato, Tapenka —plate, dish; or adds funny-derogatory or vulgar connotation: neBuoHka — little
girl, girly, neBka — bad girl, prostitute.

The Use of the Genitive and the Nominative

As was explained in Lesson 2, Module 1, the Genitive Case is used to denote some quantity of a
product. The quantity can be specified by a word denoting a measure: MHOT0, HEMHOI'0, MAJI0,
KHJIOTPaMM, Yallika, cTaKkaH, etc., or can be just implied. However, nowadays there is a strong
tendency to use the Nominative when a measure specifying word is not used. When a measure
specifying word is not used or implied the Nominative is used. Examples:
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Jaii mue xjebda. — Give me some bread.

Jaii mHe Kycok xJieda. — Give me a piece of bread.
Haii mue xj1e0. — Give me some/the bread.

Coemb xJe6. — Eat the bread.

Hauneit Mue Mos10Ka. — Pour me some milk.

Hauteit MmHe cTakan (HeMHOr0) MoJioka. — Pour me a glass of (a little) milk.
Beineit Mmojioka. — Drink some milk.

Beineii Mmosioko. — Drink the milk.

HyxHo KynuTh KapTOKH/KapTOMKYy. — We need to buy (some) potatoes.
Hy:xH0 KynuTh 5 Kr (HeMHOTr0) KapTomiku. — We need to buy 5 kg of (some) potatoes.

Tel kynua kapromku/kapromky? — Did you buy potatoes?

Note: A small number of masculine nouns may take the endings -y or -10 instead of -a/-s1 when
used to express quantity.

Every housewife of any experience has her own recipes for
NHUPOTHU — pies, coJieHble OTypubl — cucumber pickles,
and cos1énas (KBameHas) kanycra — sauerkraut. Even
more varied is the choice of recipes for rpuobI —
mushrooms, one of the most abundant and nourishing gifts
of our woods. They are fried, pickled, salted, boiled and
what not.

"No dinner without x;1e6 — bread," goes the Russian
saying. Wheat loaves have dozens of varieties. As to rye
bread, Russians eat more of it than any nation in the world
— a peculiarity of the Russian diet. ‘UepHslii xJ1e6- black bread’ is the most popular bread in
Russia.

As Russian custom has it, a festive table isn't worth its name without a bottle of Bogka — vodka.
Russians are traditionally hearty drinkers: as good whiskey shall come from Scotland, and port
from Portugal, so Russian wheat vodka is the world's best. We have an amazing variety to offer,
from the clear, colorless MockoBckasi — Moskovskaya and Croauunasi — Stolichnaya to all kinds
of bitters with herbs and spices.

Of our folk soft drinks, kBac — kvass is the best known. Made of brown bread or malted rye flour, it
goes down best on a sultry summer day. If you add it to chopped-up meat and vegetables, you get
oKpouka — okroshka, an exquisite cold soup. Russian cuisine is very simple, yet original
sophisticated and is considered one of the best cuisines on the earth.
