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Forming the Verbal Nouns

1. Take the infinitive of a verb in the imperfective aspect and remove its infinitive ending.
2. Add the suffix -Hue

Verbal Nouns: ryjasinne and kaTtaHue.

Nouns such as ryasnue and katanue are derived from the corresponding verbs: ryasits,
katatbces by adding the suffix -nHue to the verb stem. Just as in English, these nouns
denote action, process, or an abstract concept.

The ending -Hue can also be spelled —Hbe: as in ryJjisinbe or KaTaHbe.

Circuses in Russia are found in big cities. Unlike
circuses in other countries, Russian circuses have
their own theatres, which are always huge dome-
shaped structures specifically designed to house
this type of performing arts shows. In the summer,
circuses travel around the country and abroad.
While traveling, they give their performances in
circus theatres or other places suitable for their
shows.

Unlike circuses in the US where you can watch the
show taking place at three arenas simultaneously.
Circus shows in Russia take place only on one arena
at a time, since all circus theaters have only one
arena. The exception is the bonbmmoit MockoBckuit Llupk — the Great Moscow Circus.
The Bonwmoit MockoBckuit Llupk is an engineering marvel of its kind. It is 36 meters
high from the arena base to the dome’s highest point. The space of 18 meters beneath the
arena houses five additional arenas for different types of shows: for magicians, for horse
shows, ice shows, water shows, and illumination shows.

Giant mechanical arms are used to replace one arena with another. In 5 to 7 minutes one
arm can lower one arena and move it aside while another arm will lift up another arena
ready for the next performance. The arena exchange is quite a show by itself.

There are two circus theaters in Moscow. Built in 1971 using state-of-the-art technology,
the new circus was given the name bonbiioii since it surpasses its older brother in every
aspect. The Bonbmioit Mockosckuii Llupk has truly become one of the most spectacular
attractions in the world. The Circus seats 3,450 spectators and if you happen to be one of
them you will watch unique attractions performed by the famous circus artists from
Russia and around the world. Today, the circus boasts of 1,000 full time world-class
performers, many of them are prize winners at international contests that are held in
Monaco, Paris, Rome, Milan, and China.
