2. Expressing an opinion/possibility

There are a number of ways to express an opinion in order to distinguish it from facts.
Below are some useful expressions.

MHue KaKkercs, 4T0... It seems that...
Bnosine BO3MOKHO, UTO ... [ is quite possible that...
ITo Mmoemy MHeHMIO... [n my opinion...

The expressions MHe KaxeTcsl, YTO... [t seems, BIIOJIHE BO3MOKHO, UTO ... [t is quite possible are
interesting because both can be classified as subject-less impersonal constructions. In English, the
third person singular pronoun it is used. Russian uses the third person singular and the neuter as
well. The pronoun it might be implied because of the ending of the verb. Using it, however, would
result in a grammatically incorrect sentence.

Note that both in English and Russian with the expression MmHe kaxkercs, the Indirect Object is

used: to me and mue respectively. Some grammarians call it the Dative Case of Experience since it
denotes the person who experiences the state of something seeming or appearing to him/her.

The Russian Orthodox Church is more than one thousand years old. According to legend, St.
Andrew, the Apostle, traveled as far north as the city on the Dnieper river (later called Kiev)
preaching the Gospel. But it was not until 945 AD when the first Greek Orthodox Church was built
in Kiev (the church is still there). In 954 AD, the Princess of Kiev, Olga, was baptized in
Constantinople, but the nation was not Christian yet. In 988 AD, her grandson Vladimir was
baptized in the then Greek city of Khersones in the Crimea, and in the same year Christianity was
adopted by the Russian nation as the official state religion.

; In the 11" century numerous monasteries were built in old

! .-i Rus’ and played a very important role in the life of the country.
- h They were not only the spiritual centers of the nation but also the

. - centers of education, icon painting, and book translating and
printing. Historical accounts that detail events in those times were
written in monasteries. The center of religious life in old Russia
was the Kievo-Pechersky Lavra monastery founded in 1051 in
Kiev.

For the Bolsheviks who came to power in 1917, the Orthodox Church was the major ideological
rival, and during the 20’s and 30’s many churches were ruined, monasteries turned into store houses
or prisons, and many priests and church activists were sent to the GULAG labor camps never to return.

Today the Russian Orthodox Church is in a period of revival. For example, in 1980 there were
only 18 monasteries in Russia but today there are 480. Today theological education is taught in 5
Theological Academies (universities) (in 1991 there were only 2), 26 Theological Seminaries
(colleges) (in 1988 there were only 3), 29 Theological Schools, none of which existed until 1990.

Also recently established were 2 Orthodox Universities, a Theological Institute, and a Theological
College for women.

About 90 percent of all religious people in Russia belong to the Russian Orthodox Church. The
other 10 percent is represented by other Christian confessions including Catholics and Protestants
of all known churches and sects. After Christians, in number, come Muslims, then, there are Jews,
Buddhists, followers of Krishna and many others including the followers of the newly revived
Paganism.
