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Victory Day

The victory over Nazi Germany is
celebrated in Russia on the 9™ of May.
Since 1965 the Victory Day in the USSR
has become a national holiday and a day
off. From around that time a new tradition
was born in Russia: many newlywed
couples after marriage registration go to a
local memorial dedicated to the Russian
soldiers who died during the Great Patriotic
War and lay flowers.

Note: In Russia, Bropass MupoBasi
BoitHa — WW?2 is mainly looked at as a
period of time from June 22, 1941, when
the Nazi invasion of the USSR started till May 9, 1945, when Germany signed its unconditional
surrender (on May 8, 1945). This period of the Russian history is called Besimkasi OTeuecTBeHHas
BoiiHa — Great Patriotic War.
