Some facts about School education:

Basic general education lasts for nine years. Graduates of this level may continue their education at senior
high school to receive secondary (complete) general education. They may also enter an initial vocational
school or non-university level higher education institutions. Initial vocational schools include PTU
(Professional'no-technicheskoe uchilische) which offer one-and-a-half to two years' purely professional
education and a Professional'ny Litsei which offer joint professional and secondary (complete) general
education for three to four years and skilled workers' training at different levels. Non-university level higher
education institutions also offer three- to four-year professional and secondary (complete) general education
and two-year vocational training for holders of the School Leaving Certificate. Secondary (complete)
general education on the basis of basic general education continues for two years and ends when students are
17-18. Graduates from a secondary (complete) general school may apply for entrance to a higher education
institution. Secondary education leads to the award of the Attestat o Srednem (Polnom) Obshchem
Obrasovanii (Certificate of Secondary Complete General Education).

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1. Review of Verbal Adjectives: The Present Passive Participle

In this lesson you will encounter the form aw00umBsIii - favorite in many texts. It is used often when
dealing in conversations about culture and society. The following examples are used often:

JIIOOMMBII TeaTp — a favorite theatre

J00uMbli GUILM — a favorite film

JoouMas codaka — a favorite dog

JII00MMoOe KUBOTHOE — a favorite animal

JIO0UMBbIE TeaTPbl, JJHOUMBbIe GUIbMBIL, JI00NMbIE COOAKH, JTIOOUMBbIE KUBOTHBIE —
favorite theatres, films, dogs, animals

This form is derived from the verb arourtsb — fo love.

The verbal adjective is the so-called present passive participle. The most common of these
participles are used as adjectives.

Some samples:

He3aBHCUMBIH — independent
HeO0XOAUMBIH — necessary
yBa:kaeMblil — respected, dear (in the forms of address)

The present passive participles are very common in more formal texts, such as military instructions.
They are also frequently encountered in the news.

2. Forming Past Passive Participles

The present passive participles are formed from imperfective, transitive verbs.
Transitive verbs are those that take a direct object.

Example:

IMapens J100uT 1eBymKy, where the noun geBymky is considered a direct object.

The present passive participles are used to replace the clauses in which koTopslii — who, that,
which replaces the noun in the Accusative Case and the verb in the Present Tense.

Below are examples that show that present passive participles are derived from the transitive verbs,
that is, verbs that take a direct object.

Examples:

We listen with interest to the news which radio station BBC broadcasts.

We listen with interest to the news broadcast by radio station BBC.
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MBI ¢ HHTEpecoM CJIylIaeM HOBOCTH.

Pagnocranuus bu-bu-Cu nepeaaér HoBocTH.

1.Take the first person plural of the Present Tense form, for example: Jir06um or ynTaem
2.Add the adjectival ending: -bIii, -as1, -0e, -ble

The result is: J00uMbIIi and YnTaeMBbIi

3. Review of the Participle

The participle is a part of speech that combines the characteristics of the verb (action) and the
adjective (quality). The table below gives a general overview of Russian participles that, like
adjectives, change for gender, number, and case.

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Socio-economic changes in Russia

A lot has changed in the economy of Russia since the days of the Soviet Union. With the
collapse of the old economic system the gap between rich and poor is getting wider and wider.
Very often well-educated professionals such as engineers, scientists, teachers and doctors find
themselves in the “poor” category.

During the last decade a small group of so-called HoBble pycckue — the new Russians has
appeared. It seems as though everything is possible for this wealthy new elite. They can own a
house in the suburbs or buy a downtown apartment, afford luxury hotels in the Crimea or travel to
foreign destinations. They can go to the most exclusive restaurants and gamble in casinos with
wealthy Arab and Western business people. A lot of jokes are made about the new Russians,
mocking their richness and stupidity. This joke is a good example:

A new Russian invites an architect to design his new villa and says he needs three swimming
pools: one with hot water, one with cold water, and one with no water. The architect says: “I can
see why you want to have a pool with hot water — to use it in the winter. I can also see why you
might want to have a pool with cold water — to use it in the summer. But why would you ever need
a pool with no water at all?”” And the new Russian says: “Well, some of my friends don’t know
how to swim.”

Very often the representatives of this class are people with a criminal or semi-criminal past,
gangsters and members of the mafia. Some are former Communist Party officials or economic whiz
kids, not yet out of their twenties, who have made a fortune on the stock exchange or from buying
and reselling computers and hi-fi equipment. Standing slightly apart from this caste are famous
actresses, artists, fashion designers, rock musicians etc.

However, these “new Russians” are the exception rather than the rule. For the majority of
Russians life is quite hard. Many Russians adjusting to the new economic order must take a second
job and very often work with a very short vacation or no vacation at all.
