The Russian verb 0bITb — f0 be is not normally used in the present tense the way it is used in
English: st ctynenTt — [ am a student; 310 nom — this is a house.

Absence of Articles
There are no articles in Russian. The phrase 1o mom can be translated, depending on the context,
either This is a house or This is the house (‘that Jack built’).

The Gender
Nouns, adjectives, some pronouns, some verb and participle forms are distinguished by the gender,
which can be masculine, feminine, or neuter.

The Noun

The main grammatical categories of the Russian noun are gender, number, and case. Nouns are also
distinguished by Declension and by being animate or inanimate. We’ll discuss each of the
categories where appropriate.

The Gender of Nouns

It is necessary to distinguish the gender of nouns since they agree with different parts of speech
(adjectives, some pronouns, ordinal numerals, past tense verbs, and participles) that follow them. It
is very important to know and use the gender correctly. Each Russian noun belongs to one of three
genders: masculine, feminine, or neuter. Even inanimate nouns have gender. The gender of a noun
can be determined by its ending.

Note: With masculine and feminine nouns ending in b there is no rule to determine the gender;
such words should be memorized.

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Grammatical Cases

Russian nouns, adjectives, pronouns, and numerals change for case. The case denotes the
relationship between the words in a sentence. The function of case in English is determined by
prepositions and by word order. The six grammatical cases in Russian are shown in the table
below. It takes time to learn all of them. This table will give you an idea of what is to come.

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The Nominative Case

The nominative is the primary case in Russian. It does not show any relationship between the parts
of the sentence. We can also call it a ‘neutral’ case. It is called ‘nominative’ in English because it
just names the subject of the sentence: Ito croa — This (it) is a table. Nouns are never used with a
preposition in the Nominative, whereas in the Prepositional Case, they are always used with a
preposition. Dictionaries and vocabularies list words in their basic form — the Nominative.

The Genitive Case

The other five cases are also called the oblique cases. Among them, the Genitive Case is the most
widely used case in Russian. To help you get a better feel of what this case is, we can use as an
example a description from a manual, which may read as follows: ‘... the button of the handle of
the arm of the console of the workstation ...’ If we translate this ‘of-chain’ into Russian we’ll be
dealing with a multiple Genitive Case situation.

Dependence, subordinate relationship, and possession (or the lack thereof) existing between the

members of a sentence are the characteristics of the Genitive. The Genitive with nouns is used
either with or without a preposition.
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The primary functions of the Genitive Case are the following:

1. Ownership, possession, or dependence
Knura (xoro? ubs? — whose?) erynenta. — The student’s book. (Nom. cTyAeHT).
Kuura (y xoro? — with whom?) y cryaenta. — The student’s book. (Nom. CTyeHT).

2. Non-possession and negation
Het (uero?) kuuru. — (There is) no book. (Nom kHura).
CtyneHT He 3HaeT (uero?) ypoka — The student doesn’t know the lesson. (Nom. ypok).

3. Relationship (subordinate) between one person or object and another

Masculine geographical names ending in -b, or -if in the Nominative, change the ending to -s1 in the
genitive: HeanmoJn/a, Mapcen/a, Cumpepononnb/s, CuaHeii/s.

Masculine and Neuter geographical names ending in -u do not change for case: barymn, Cyxymu,
Morn, dean, Bypynau, Konakpu, Cynasecu, Comanu, Tautu, ToOnnucu.

Neuter geographical names ending in —o, -y, -3, -e, or -be _do not change for case: Mapoxkko,
Toxuo, bpuo, KocoBo, Ocno, Can-Pemo, Ilepy, Yaranyry, Haypy, Can-Tome, Can-Xoce, @pyH3se,
Ko65, 3anopoxbe, Ckombe.

(Note: This rule applies to all other masculine nouns and to some neuter nouns having these
endings).
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Feminine geographical names ending in -a in the nominative have it replaced by -bl in the
Genitive: MockBa/b1, Camapa/pl, ®aopuaa/bl, Anadama/bl.

Feminine geographical names ending in -a which is preceded by r, K, X, 4, 11, 1, as well as those
ending in -1 or -b in the Nominative, have -a, -11, and -b replaced by -u in the Genitive: Kaayra/u,
Amepuka/u, Aurausi/u, Cudupn/u.

Note: This rule applies to all other feminine nouns having these endings.

Feminine geographical names ending in -ya do not change for case: Hukaparya, Manarya,
ITanya, etc.

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Greetings
It is useful to know when to use different greetings.
Hobpoe yrpo — good morning should be used from 4 a.m. till noon.
Hoopwlii newb — good afternoon should be used from noon till 6 p.m.
Jo0pbiii Beuep — good evening should be used from 6 p.m. till midnight.
The time between midnight and 4 a.m. is not considered yTpo — morning as in English. This period
of time is considered Houb — night but there is no such a greeting as [1o0pas Hous]; instead,
3ApaBCTBYH, 3paBCcTBYiiTe, Or mpuBeT can be used which are good for any hour of the day.
The Greeting mpuBeT — /i is informal and it also implies a certain degree of familiarity. Until you
get the feeling when it is appropriate to use it, stick to 3apaBcTBYii, 31paBCcTBYIiTe, Or 100poe
YTPO, 100pblii IeHb, 100PbIH Beuep.
In Russia, people greet each other once a day when they meet for the first time on that day. They
never use a Russian ‘hi’ just to acknowledge one’s presence or as a start-up word to begin a
conversation. Greeting a person for the second time during the day will surprise that person. You
don’t have to say anything for acknowledgement or you can just smile. If you want to talk to a
person just get to the point. Also, it is not a custom in Russia to greet strangers as is the case among
Americans.
Even though 3apaBcTBYIii, 31paBCcTBYIiTe, Or 100poe YyTPO, 100pbIii 1eHb, 10OPHIii Beuep are
very often interchangeable, there is a psychological difference. When you run into a person
somewhere during the day you can use either of the greetings or even both. But when you wake up
in the morning at home, for example, you will never say 3apaBcTBYii or 3ApaBcTBYiiTe to your
family members as it would be out of place; you will always say nothing other than no6poe yTpo.
Note: It is also possible to use the greetings above by changing the word order: yrpo no6poe, 1eHn
n00pwIii, and Beuep 100pbIii.

The Russian pronouns ‘Te1’ and ‘BbI’
You will use the greeting 3xpaBcTBYI¥i or 3apaBcTBYyiiTe depending on whether you use the
pronoun Tkl or Bbl wWhen talking to that person. The difference between Thl and BbI is the same as
the difference between the French tu and vous, or the German du and Sie, or the old English thou
and thee.
Thi is the singular form of the pronoun and is used between people of all ages who know each
other very well. TwI is spoken between family members, to children and always between children,
also to animals, and to God. TsI can be spoken to younger people by older people when the
difference in age is significant, while in the same situation the younger person will use BbI
speaking to the older person.
Bhi is the plural form of the pronoun and is a polite form of address for all occasions. It is used
between adults as a polite form regardless of the age, between adults who don’t know each other or
who don’t know each other very well. BslI is spoken to a superior while the superior can say TbI to
his subordinate.
BuiI as the plural form, is always used while addressing more than one person. In formal
correspondence Bl is always capitalized. The English forms of address Mr., Mrs., or Miss will
require the use of Bel in Russian. As Ts1 and BsI are the singular and the plural forms of the 2™
person personal pronouns, the verbs used with them have different endings. It is important to know
which form to use. If in doubt, always use BbI.
