Construction y mens ectb — [ have / I have got

This is a very commonly used construction in the Russian language. It means I have or I have got.
From what you already know about the preposition y — at/with and the verb 6bITb, it will not be
difficult for you to assume that the literal translation of y menst ects is: at/by me there is. We can
also describe this phrase in the following way: preposition y + personal pronoun in the genitive +
verb ObITH (ecThb) + noun in the nominative.

When you add ects to the phrase, this implies a higher degree of possession, it means that the
objects, animals, or people have more dependency in relation to each other.

VY mens ectb xeHa u getn.  —I have a wife and children. (as members of the household)

Note: They are in my pocket can be translated as OHu B MoéMm kapmane. But in Russian in such
cases it is more common to say OHu y MeHsi B kapmaHne, which in English can be rendered as /
have them in my pocket. Of course, while there is not much difference between the two, still the

second Russian version is more commonly used.
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Construction y menst HeT — [ have no

Now when you know how to say / have in Russian, let’s look at how to express the negative side of
possession and how to say I do not have. It is done by replacing ectp with HeT: y mensi Het — [ do
not have. Unlike in the affirmative, it will also require using the noun in the genitive. We can also
describe this phrase in the negative in the following way: preposition y + personal pronoun or
noun in the genitive + particle Het + noun in the genitive.

Examples:

I have a wife. I have no wife.

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The Preposition 0e3 — without
Logically similar to the negative construction above is the one with the preposition 6e3 — without.
The formula is: 6e3 + noun in the genitive. Examples:

(Meaning: My children are not
with me at this time. Or: I have no children).

(Meaning: My parents are not with
me at this time. Or: I do not know (or ‘I live without’) my
parents.

51 6e3 MaluHbI. — I am not driving. Or: I have no car.

A 6e3 Tenedona. — I have no telephone at this time. OR: I have no telephone.

No
preposition is used in this case.

The Verb

The Russian verb has different grammatical forms, which will be discussed throughout the course.
They are: Infinitive, Personal Form (Conjugation), Tense, Aspect, Imperative, Conditional Mood,
and Participles. In this lesson we will discuss Infinitive and Conjugation.

Note: In the negative form, the negating particle e always comes immediately before the verb.

The Infinitive

The Infinitive only names the action: 6bITB — f0 be.

The Russian verbs in the infinitive end in -Th, -TH Or -4b.

Examples: untartb — to read, uaTu — to go, 6epedb — to take care of, to spare.

Verb Conjugation

The inflectional forms of verbs are called conjugation. If we regard the forms of the English verb
‘to do’: do, does, did, done, doing we will be talking about conjugation. The same phenomenon is
observed in Russian. Russian verbs change for person, number, gender, and tense. Depending on
their personal endings in the present tense the verbs are distinguished by two main types: 1°* or 2"
Conjugation.

1* Conjugation is characterized by the vowel e and by the endings -yT or -1ot in the 3 pers. pl.
2"* Conjugation is characterized by the vowel u and by the endings -at or -sit in the 3 pers. pl.

The Concept of Modality

Modality in language reflects the relationship between the actions, which take place or show the
attitude of the speaker towards the action. Modal verbs show necessity, obligation, or desire. For
example: / read, there is no modality, just action, but when you say / can read, I want to read, 1
love to read, or I must not read, modality comes right in showing attitude or relationship. In
Russian, the pattern is the same: a verb bearing modality in a personal form + a verb in the
infinitive. Examples:

S m0d110 TYAATH ¢ KeHoil. — [ [ike to stroll with my wife.

Remember: In constructions like this, only the first verb is conjugated, the second remains in the
infinitive (like in English).

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The origin of the words ‘Pycs’ and ‘Poccust’

The word Poccust — Russia is comparatively young — less than four hundred years old. Before that
the land was called Pyeb. The name Pyenb has a Normano—Scandinavian origin. Names of lands
similar to Pyeb are found, for example, in modern Germany: Prussia (Germ. Preussen).

In the Middle Ages, tribes from Northern Europe fought and traded with the Slavs, and the latter
called them Pycn. Later, name spread eastward and several Slavic areas from the Baltic Sea to the
Carpathian Mountains also came to be called Pycs.

In old manuscripts we find references to Uépuasi Pycb — Black Rus’, and XKénras Pycb — Yellow
Rus’, which are today areas partially occupying modern Lithuania, Poland, and Belarus. These
particular names disappeared over time, though others remained; like the name benapycs — White
Rus’. Today Besapycs is an independent country. There was also UepBonasi Pycb — Red Rus’
(part of modern Western Ukraine, Poland, and Belarus). Today this name can be traced by the
existence of the city of UepBonorpan — Red City in Western Ukraine. Later, many Slavic lands
grew into an empire known as KueBckasi Pycs — Kievan Rus’. The name comes from city of
Kues, which was its capital (today the capital of Ukraine).

After being conquered and destroyed by the Tartars in the 13™ century, Kiev and the whole of
Kuesckasi Pycob devastated by the invasion fell under the rule of the Polish-Lithuanian kingdom.
Moscow in those days was growing rapidly, politically and economically, to become a state of it’s
own, which was also called Pych (MockoBckasi Pych) or MockoBusl.

The name Poccns is a modification of the name Pyc. In the 16™ century, under Tsar Ivan IV (the
Terrible) MockoBckas Pycs started to grow into a powerful and expanding empire, and the
process of its political, economic, and cultural renovation, which came into full swing under Peter
I, was about to begin. The name Pycb became archaic in MockoBckasi Pych and the new name
Poccus began to be used to reflect the dawn of the Russian new age.
