The Adverb

You may have noticed that many Russian adverbs end in -o0. This is a typical ending for the adverbs
of manner, which answer the question kak? — how? You may have also noticed that to form an
adverb from an adjective, you need to drop the endings -b1id, -uii, -asi, -oe, -ue and add -o. You can
perform the same procedure in the reverse to form an adjective from an adverb. Adverbs of manner
generally modify verbs and never modify nouns. They can also be used predicatively in sentences
like: Ceromust xo01H0. — It is cold today.

Ceronns — today This is a compound word and it consists of two parts: cero — old Russian for this
in the genitive, and aus — is day in the genitive (1enb — nom). Literally, ceroanst means of this (of)
day. The nominative for cero is ceii and it is found in the modern word ceiiuac which means (at)
this time, now (4ac — hour, time).

Kakoii not only performs the function of an interrogative pronoun (what? what kind of?), as you
learned in Lesson 3; it can also be an exclamatory word (conjunction) when we want to express
admiration, surprise, indignation. In this case its gender and number are governed again by the
noun it modifies. The same second function is attributed to the word kak. Examples:

Kakoii uynecublii neun! — What a wonderful day! Kaxk 31ech xopomo! — How good it is here!

Mouaoaen grammatically is masculine but is used with females as well. It does not have a feminine
gender form.

YeaoBek — even though it is a masculine noun it is used with females as well. Many nouns, which
have only masculine gender, are used in a combination with nouns of a different (female) gender.
Examples: Ona xopoumuii yesioBek/Bpayu/mn:kenep — She is a good person/physician/engineer..
All the three nouns and the adjective xopommuii are masculine because the adjective modifies the
masculine nouns and not oHa.

Adverbial Pronouns Bor and Bon

From what you already know, BoT indicates that something is close. While Bon indicates that an
object is located at a distance from the speaker. Examples:

Bort 31ech Moii oM — Over here is my house. Bon Tam eé 1om — And over there is her house.

Ja has different meanings:

1) Affirmative in an answer: /la — Yes.

2) Reinforcement: /Ia ner! — But no! 1a ny? — Is that true? J{a ny ero! — Oh, don’t bother!
3) Modality: /1a 3xpaBcTBYeT! — Long live! Jla 0yaet (tax)! — So be it!

4) U — and: Tel na 1 =Tsl 1 51 — You and me.

5) Ho — but: 51 xo4y HOBYI0O MallIUHY, A2 HeT AeHer — [ want a new car but I have no money.
Note: Notice similarity between 2) and 5).
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The Accusative Case
The Accusative Case of the noun is used with or without prepositions and expresses:

1. The Direct Object
The Direct Object is a person or thing directly affected by the action of a transitive verb.
Transitive verbs are those that indicate that an action does not stop but passes on to the
direct object. In Russian, the direct object is always in the Accusative Case and answers the
questions koro? — whom? and uro? — what?
S unralo (uto?) kHUTY. — [ am reading a book. Kuury is a direct object in the Accusative.
Matb a106uT (koro?) ceiHa. — Mother loves her son. CbIHa is a direct .object .in the
Accusative.
JIcsa Bawouaacek B (koro?) Propuka. — Lucy fell in love with Ryurik.
Jliocs BawoOuaach B (uto?) My3bIkY. — Lucy fell in love with music.
2. Indication of time or location

51 paGoraro B (uro?) maTHuLy. — [ work on Friday.
A uny Ha (uto?) craguoH. — [ am going to the stadium.

Formation of the Accusative

The ending of nouns in the Accusative depends on the noun gender, declension, and whether the
noun is animate or not. From the examples above you can see that with animate nouns the
questions koro? — whom? is used (which coincides with the Genitive), while with inanimate nouns
the questions uTo? — what? is used (which coincides with the Nominative). We can also say that the
Accusative Case is a combination of the Nominative and the Genitive. Because of this, the endings
of nouns and adjectives in the Accusative sometimes coincide with those of the Nominative and
sometimes with those of the Genitive; however, sometimes they form their own Accusative form.
Let’s look at the Accusative paradigm.

Note some of the following differences in the functions of prepositions:
The prepositions B, Ha in the Accusative denote direction; while in the Prepositional they denote
location (see Lesson 3).

OtBetr/Answer: boith !!! — 70 be !!!

As has been already stated, the verb 6bITB — 0 be is not generally used in the present tense the way
it is used in English. In the present tense, it has only one form: ectb, which is used for both the
singular and the plural, mainly with the meaning there is and there are. Grammatically, ecTs is the
31 person singular, present tense.

Note: Still, it is possible to use ecTh with any of the pronouns or nouns: s1 ecThb, OH €CTh, 3TO He
ecTb, etc., — [ am, he is, this is not, but such phrases can be found mainly in scientific language and
have a definite philosophical or special emphasis connotation with the meaning like ‘7 exist’ or ‘I
represent’.

Here are some examples of how the verb ects is or is not used. The sentences in each pair are close
in meaning. The verb ectb is used when the speaker wants to emphasize the presence or
availability of something.

31ech KHUTA. — There is a book here.

31ech ecTh KHHTA. — There is a book available here.

Tam terpanu. — There are notebooks over there.

Tam ectp TeTpaan. — There are notebooks available over there.

B sToMm kiacce ouH CTyACHT. — There is one student in the class room.

B sTOM KITacce ecTh OJMH CTYICHT. — There is one student present in the class room.
VY Genoro oma 3ei€Has Kpbla. — There is a green roof on the white house.

VY Genoro moma ectb 3enéHas kpoima. —  The white house has a green roof.

In the interrogative sentence, like in the affirmative, ectb may or may not be used. If you look at
the answers, you will see the difference: in the first case availability/presence is emphasized while
in the second case the subject of the conversation, the palms, is emphasized. Another example
below shows the difference in what is emphasized: what there is or what there is.

Note: As has been already mentioned, the Russian language allows great freedom in the sentence
word order. This means that the meaning of the examples above and in general can be manipulated
and altered by the word order, as well as by the voice force. Both can serve to shift the logical
emphasis in a sentence.

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The words pycckuii, poccuiicknii, and coBeTCKuUil

The adjectives pycckuii and poccuiickuii are translated into English as Russian. But there is a
difference. The adjective pycckuii is derived from Pycwh whereas poccuiickuii is derived from
Poccus. The word pycckuii/as/oe/ue denotes something related to the Russian nation and Russian
history. Here are some of the examples shown below (Note: pycckuii is not capitalized unless it is
a proper name):

pycckuii 13bIK — Russian language pycckue cka3km — Russian fairy tales

pycckuii Hapoa — Russian nation/people  pycckuii uaps — Russian tsar

pycckue Jroau — Russian people pycckasi HepKoBb — Russian church

pycckasi KyJabTypa — Russian culture pycckast KyxXHsl — Russian cuisine

pyccKoe MCKYCCTBO — Russian art pycckasi MmaTpémka — Russian Matriyoshka doll
pycckue TaHubl — Russian dances PYCCKHMe N03Thl, UcaTeau— Russian poets, writers
pyccKMe necHM — Russian songs pycckas madus — Russian mafia

In some cases, pycckmii retained only its historic value. For example: pycckasi apmust — Russian
Army, pycecknid ¢aot — Russian Fleet, pyccknii opunep — Russian officer (military) are the
notions related only to tsarist Russia.

Note: In 1917-1942 the Armed Forces of the USSR were called Kpacuass Apmusi — Red Army, and
in 1942-1991 CoBerckas Apmust — Soviet Army. Today Pocceuiickas Apmus can be used instead
as a non-official name. The official name is BC P®: Boopy:xénnbie Cuiibl Poccuiickoii
®enepauum — Armed Forces of the Russian Federation.

The word poccuiickuii/as/oe/ue denotes something related to Russia from the political or
administrative point of view. (Note: poccuiickuii is not capitalized unless it is a proper name).

Poccuiickas Umnepust — Russian Empire (from the times of Peter I through 1917)
Poccuiickuii umneparop — Russian Emperor (this title was introduced by Peter I as he thought
that ‘czar’ was out-of-date. From that time both titles were used).
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The word coBerckuii is an adjective of the word coBet — advice, council. It came into being in the
summer of 1917 when CoBetsbl aenmytatoB — Councils of Deputies (Representatives) appeared in
Russia before the Bolshevik Revolution as a form of democratically elected legislative body under
the Provisional Government after the abdication of Czar Nicolas II.

In the era of CoBerckuii Coro3 — the Soviet Union, the word coBerckuii was widely used. It
denoted a new political system and a new international union (there were more than one hundred
twenty nations and ethnic groups living in the Soviet Union, and even now after the collapse of the
USSR there are more than one hundred big and small ethnic groups living in RF).

Cogerckuii was regarded as a notion that surmounted national/ethnic differences within USSR. It
was used as a propagandistic name for the new so called ‘non-national’ or ‘sur-national’ ‘Soviet
Nation’. Almost everything, which is poceuiickmii today used to be coBerckmii in 1917-1991. The
word coBerckmii even encroached on pycckmii territory and there existed coBeTckuii Hapon,
COBeTCKAasfl KYyJbTYpa, COBETCKOE HCKYCCTBO, etc. Also, you could hear about pycckue nucaresin
(referring to those authors before 1917), and coBerckue nucaresn (after 1917), or pycckasn
autepartypa (before 1917) and coBerckasi 1urepatypa (after 1917), etc. A combination of two
adjectives was common too when nationality had to be emphasized: pycckuii coBeTckuii
nucarelib, Or YKPAHHCKHI, aDMAHCKUH, MOJIIABCKHI etC. COBETCKHUI NMUCcaTe/Ib.
