Composite numbers
General rule: only the last digit in composite numbers is declined.

Composite numbers like 21, 31, 41, 101, etc. are declined like the number 1 (nominative singular):
JBaauaTh oauH cToJ1 — twenty one tables.

Tpuauarth oxna kHura — thirty one books.

Copok oaHo kpecJio — forty one arm-chairs.

Cto onuH ctoJ1 — one hundred one tables.

Composite numbers like 22, 33, 44, 104, ctc. are declined like the numbers 2, 3, 4 (genitive
singular):

JBaauaTth aBa croa — twenty two tables.

Tpuauats aBa cryaa — thirty two chairs.

Tpuauats aBe kuuru — thirty two books.

Copok Tpu kpeca — forty three arm-chairs.

IsareaecaT yerbipe kpecia — fifty four arm-chairs.

Cro yetbipe cTosa — one hundred four tables.

Composite numbers like 55, 86, 107 etc. are declined like the number 5 (genitive plural):
Isareaecar nath croos — fifty one tables.

BocembaecsaT mects KHUT — eighty six books .

Comment: 1) Masculine inanimate nouns of the 1* Declension have in the accusative the same
ending as in the Nominative. Feminine inanimate nouns of the 2" Declension change the ending —a
to -y in the accusative. 2) Bo Bropauk — since two letters B come together the preposition B
becomes Bo. This happens for phonetic reasons in many other cases which will be discussed later.

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Comment: Let’s look at two Russian phrases:

C 1991-ro 10 1995-ro roaa. The pair ¢ — 10 — from — to indicates a span of time. Both parts take
genitive.

C 1991-ro mo 1995-ro roa. The pair ¢ — mo — from — till indicates that something came to an end
in 1995. The second part takes accusative which coincides with the nominative.

Both pairs denote time but never distance or space (the latter is discussed below).

Both phrases/pairs are close in meaning and can be interchangeable. They will be understood better
with more practice.

Adding the case ending to the number in writing, in this case -ro (gen) is a good Russian tradition,
which helps one to understand the grammatical structure of the sentence and to read the case
correctly.

Kotopsilii is similar to kakoii. It agrees with the noun it modifies in gender, number, and case and
is declined as an adjective. (The case forms will be shown later).

Example: Koropwlii yac? — What’s the time?

However, unlike kakoii it also performs the function of a link, which connects the main sentence
and a subordinate clause.

Example: This is the house that Jack built. — Bor qom, KoTopblii mocTpoun JIkex.

Note: Subordinate clauses in Russian are isolated by commas.

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The Julian calendar vs. the Gregorian calendar

The Julian calendar was established by Julius Caesar (100 — 44 B.C.) as a reform of the Roman
republican calendar. But a year in the Julian calendar was too long as it contained 365.25 days
whereas the correct value is 365.242199 days. Over the centuries the Julian calendar was in use, the
error gradually built up and, in order to correct it, a reform to the Julian calendar was proclaimed
by Pope Gregory XIII in 1582. Thus, the new calendar was moved several days ahead and was
called Gregorian.

In Russia, the Julian calendar was introduced by Peter I and was used until February 1, 1918 when
the new Soviet power undertook its calendar reform and switched from the Julian calendar to the
Gregorian. By that date the error amounted to full 13 days, so February 1 became February 14,
1918. However, the Russian Orthodox Church continues to observe the Julian calendar, also
referred to as crapwlii ctuiib — old style, and that is why the Russian Christmas is celebrated on
January 7 by the Gregorian calendar is December 25 by the Julian calendar.

Also, many people in Russia celebrate the New Year two times: by the Gregorian calendar on the
1° of January and by the Julian calendar on the 14" of January (which is the 1 by the Julian). No
wonder that the celebration on the 14™ people call Crapsrii Hosbiii Fog — Old New Year.

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Months of the Year

The modern names of the months in Russian can be called ‘cognates’ since many European and
Asian languages use these names. However, Old Russian and a number of modern Slavic languages
use old Slavic names, which are completely different. The names of the months used in English,
Russian, etc. have their own history. Take, for example, of the month nexadéps — December, which
originates from the Greek word ‘deca’, which means ‘ten’. The English derivatives from this word
among others are ‘decimal’ and ‘decade’. The Russian language also has the word nexkana but,
unlike in English, the Russian meaning is ‘ten days’.

December is the 12" month of the year, so why the number 10? This is because in ancient Greece
this month was the 10™ month of the year, as the New Year in those days started in March.
