Comment: The reflexive verb :keHnThess/no:xkennThes implies reciprocal action, which is one of
the features of reflexive verbs.

Note: In Russia they wear wedding rings on the
forth finger of the right hand, which is the
Orthodox Church tradition. Wedding rings in
Russia carry no jewels; they are either plain or
ornamented wedding bands made of gold and
sometimes silver or platinum.

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Grammar Points: Reflexive Verbs with the Particle -cs1/eb. Verb Aspect. The Aspects and the

Tense; the Past Tense. Verbs of Motion.

The particle -cs/cb

The particle -csi/cb became attached to verbs as an abbreviated form of the pronoun ce6s — self,
thus giving the verb the meaning of reflexive ness: when the action returns to the doer. The
standard rule is: -cs is used after consonants: poauscst — I/he was born, and -cb comes after
vowels: poauiace — I/she was born. However, regionally, people often use -¢s in both cases.

Note: When denoting location the preposition B — in and Ha — on require the Prepositional Case:
B UpkyTtcke; Ha yauue. Ilo aapecy — af the address: takes the Dative.

Verbs of Motion

In Russian, there are two main groups of the verbs of motion. Verbs of Group I denote a
movement in a definite direction or to a definite destination. They are also called verbs of definite

motion. Verbs of Group II denote a movement in general, multidirectional, and possibly at
intervals. They are also called verbs of indefinite motion. Following is a list of the most common

verbs of motion.

Note: Tebe is dative form of Tb1 (for more info please look at Mod1, Lesson 2, page 81 table #2 and
# 7) as you already know this form is used between people of all ages (informal manner) that
known each other very well. Russian uses this form to address to children, children between
children, to grandparents, to friends, to God and to animals.

Note: Bawm is dative form of Bbl. Russian uses this form to address in a formal manner such as: to
older person (mostly outside of your family), to teachers, even for the girl who is as old as you,
because she is not yet considered as close as your friends. You can use either BbI or Tl only when a
person allows you. Please do not automatically address to an unknown person as TeI unless it is
allowed. You can offend any person by doing so.

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Types of Personal ID’s Used in Russia

In Russia, there is no equivalent of the U.S. Social Security Number. Interior [lacniopt, Boennbrii
onJiet or YaocroBepeHue Ju4uHocTH oduuepa serve as the only legal IDs for adults. For children
under 16, a birth certificate serves as legal identification.

MMacnoopT

The main type of personal ID in Russia is the macmopt, which is valid only inside the country.
When traveling abroad, this passport is exchanged for an international passport. The interior
passport contains basic information about the passport holder including a police registration from
the permanent residence. This registration is called mponucka (the derivative verb is
nponucskiBaTh(csi)/mponucarb(cs)). With the disintegration of the USSR, the process of
relocation and employment, which are dependent on mponmcka has become easier. Today, new
internal passports are being issued in Russia replacing the old Soviet era passports. In the new
passports, the block nanmonaasHocTh has been dropped. Ilacmopr is issued to individuals upon
reaching the age of sixteen.

Boennbliii Onier
This is a military ID in the format of a passport-size book. There are two different types: one for
enlisted men on active duty and reservists (kpacHoro nsera), and for former commissioned
officers in the reserve, and for those who are subject to the military draft such as medical doctors,
nurses, and other civilian specialists (3ejiéHOro BeTa).

YnocroBepeHue JUYHOCTH 0uLepa/TeHepaia/agMupasa
This is a military ID for officers and generals in the active service. They do not carry civilian
passports which are issued to them only upon retirement from active duty. This is a BoeHHBIH
omJier type book 3esiéHOro 1BeTa.

Boaurenbckoe ynocroBepeHue

This is a driver’s license, which is not considered a standard personal ID but is used as a driver’s
license only. Colloquially, it is called (BoguTesbckue) npaBa — rights, license.
