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Military Service and Military Education in Russia

In Russia, they have npu3bsiB Ha BoeHHYI0 cay:k0y — military draft. Y oung males can be drafted
when they reach the age of 18. In the Ground Forces the duration of service is 2 years and in the
Navy it is 3 years. Normally, the first 6 months or 12 months (in the Ground Forces and the Navy
respectfully) are devoted to military training conducted in ydeOHble moapa3ae1eHUus] H YACTH —
training units.

A drafted serviceman who wants to stay in the military service after the mandatory 2 or 3 years can
do so if they apply and if approved by military authorities. After a short additional training they can
be promoted to the warrant officer level are awarded the rank of mpamopmmk or muuman (Ground
Forces and Navy respectfully) — warrant officer. During their service they can be awarded only one
more rank: cTapiiMii NpanopIMK or crapmuii MuumaH, and can serve till they finally retire from
the military.

The military education and training for officers is conducted in 16-T1 BoeHHbIX aKa1eMUsIX —
military academies, 83-x BblcMx — higher and 16-Tu cpelHUX BOEHHBIX YUMJIHIAX — secondary
military schools (academies). To enter a military academy applicants must pass competitive exams
and must be at least 17 years old (secondary school graduates).

In cpeqHMX BOGHHBIX YUYWJIHMIIAX KYPCAHTBI — cadets (not officer cadets) study for 2 or 3 years,
and are awarded the rank of a lieutenant after graduation, and can reach the level of a major without
additional training.

In BpICIIMX BOGHHBIX YUYWJIHIIAX U aKAJeMHUAX KYPCAHTBI Of CIAyLIaTeu — cadets (officer or
not officer cadets) study for 5 years (6 years in Boenno-meanuunckasi akagemus — Military
Medical Academy in St.-Petersburg), and are awarded the rank of a lieutenant after graduation, and
can reach the level of a colonel without additional training. The diplomas from these
establishments are recognized nationwide and are needed for the holders when they apply for a job
after they retire from the military.

These establishments train commanders or engineers in particular technical or combat arms fields.
From this prospective, the academies are distinguished as komanauble — commanding or
WHKEHePHbIe — engineer.

Also, there are BbIcuIHe 0011eBoiickoBbIe KoMaHAHbIe yunjuina (BOKY) — higher combined-
arms command academies. Cadets are trained for 4 years and become unit commanders of
MOTOCTpPeJIKOBbIE Of TAHKOBBIE nojapa3aenenus. They start as platoon commanders and without
additional training can reach the level of independent battalion of even regimental commanders in
the rank of a LTC. To become commanders or staff officers of higher level units, these officers
need to go to the higher-level academy, namely the well known Axkagemusi umenu ®@pyHse —
Academy named after Frunze in Moscow which trains officers (captains, majors, lieutenant
colonels) for 3 years who will then become high-level commanders.

Besides, there is Akagemusi I'enepanbHoro Illtada — General Staff Academy, which trains senior
officers for 2 years to work in the I'enepasbHom LlITade or in mTadax BoeHHbIX OKPYIOB — staffs
of military districts.

The term of service for officers is normally 25 years before they can earn full retirement. When
officers serve in combat zones like during WW 11, or in Ethiopia, Angola, Afghanistan, or in
Chechnya (on active duty or as advisers) they earn 3 years of service for each calendar year, this is
called BbIcayra, which allows the officer to retire sooner and also allows for promotion in ranks
faster.
