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INTRODUCTION

Welcome to the Defense Language Institute Foreign Language Center's Spanish Basic
Course. This course is designed with you, the adult learner, in mind. It contains materia]
that we hope you will find challenging, interesting, and motivating.

You are about to begin an exciting Journey into the world of Spanish language and
culture. There are 20 Spanish speaking countries, not including the United States which
has a Hispanic population of approximately 25 million people. It is our hope, as you
travel through the lessons contained in the textbook, that you will not only find the
activities to be interesting and helpful to you as you acquire the Spanish language, but
that you will gain some insight into the richness and beauty of the Spanish speaking
culture. .

The course is written for adult military and/or civilian learners who are in an intensive
learning environment. It is based on current theoretical and practical thinking regarding
second language acquisition. The approach taken in the course is one that combines
communicative, thematic, and task-based activities, reflecting also the variety of learning
styles and strategies that the learner brings to the language learning experience.

If you are a resident student of Spanish at the DLIFLC, you will have 25 weeks to reach
your goal, to achieve a 2-2-2 on the Defense Language Proficiency Test and to
successfully meet the requirements of the FLO (Final Learning Objectives) subskills test.
The materials contained in this course are designed with this goal in mind. Some of the
materials included in the program are taken directly from Spanish-speaking newspapers,
magazines, news broadcasts, etc. You will listen to as well as read, talk, and write about
a variety of articles and stories and be asked to do multiple tasks such as get the main idea
or look for specific information and then write or respond orally. Throughout the course,
you will also be asked to work with FLO subskills tasks such as transcription,
summarizing, reading handwritten texts, and translating and interpreting from and into
Spanish. You will be exposed to many different authentic texts which deal with a variety
of topics, all of which are based on real-life experiences. '
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ROLE OF THE LEARNER

The learner is an active participant in the language learning process. You must take
charge of your learning and seek opportunities to use the language in and outside the
classroom. You will benefit from knowing your learning style preference, e.g.
Visual/Auditory, Global/Analytic/ etc., and should stretch yourself to become
comfortable with other learning approaches. You also will benefit from conducting
periodic self-evaluations of your progress in the program and experimenting with a
variety of learning strategies. You will be asked to participate in pair or small group
work throughout the course. By expressing your thoughts freely and sharing your ideas
with others, you will learn to exchange ideas and information and learn from fellow
classmates.

ROLE OF THE TEACHER

The teacher serves as a guide or facilitator, helping the learners recognize their styles and
suggesting strategies for acquiring the language. The teacher is a counselor who provides
learners with recommendations for overcoming learning obstacles and tailors instruction
according to the needs of the learners. The teacher provides feedback to the learners and
assists and encourages them in doing ongoing assessments of their progress. The teacher
is a motivator who exposes the student to a variety of techniques and guides the student
through the learning activities in a manner that keeps the student interested and excited
about learning. The teacher is a professional who knows about second language
acquisition, uses materials and techniques effectively and stays current in the field of
foreign language education by attending foreign language conferences and reading
professional books and journals.
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LEARNING STYLES AND STRATEGIES

The course writers have included activities which address a variety of learning styles,
visual, auditory, global, analytic, etc. While you may have a preference to learning
visually, e.g. via reading, you will also need to be comfortable learning via listening, etc.
Upon entering the program, you will be given information on learning styles and will
perhaps be asked to fill out a questionnaire that will help you identify your preferred
style. Use the information that your teachers provide you with regarding your particular
style and request information about learning strategies to facilitate your learning.

In order to increase your chances of becoming a successful language learner, you will
have to employ and experiment with a variety of learning strategies. Take an active role
in learning and be aware of what you are doing while you are learning. You as a learner
will maximize your learning experience by using a number of strategies for the various
learning tasks which you will encounter. You will become familiar with these and many
other strategies as you go through the Spanish Basic Course.

The following strategies will help you become a successful language learner:

* Planning and organizing your learning activities, whether you are in class or at home.
This includes knowing how to study and deciding when it is best to study alone or
with a partner or a group. It also includes time management, knowing how much
time you have to study, and what, when, and how you should prioritize your tasks.
Knowing what and when to review is also a part of effective planning for tests.
Focusing on the important information and ignoring that which is not relevant.
Understanding how, where, and when you learn best.

Self-correcting or monitoring your work.

Paying attention. Stay focused. Anticipate what will come next.

Being self-confident. Expect to succeed. Motivate yourself.

Taking risks. Speak out. Guess when you don’t know and use your skills.

Using background knowledge. Use what you know about the world, the culture, the

people, procedures, etc. )

* ' Knowing how to deal with the unknown. Don’t be overwhelmed with new and
authentic material. Focus on what you can get from a text, not on what you can’t get
from it.

* Experimenting with strategies. Observe or ask other learners what works for them
and try using alternate strategies.

Remember to be an ACTIVE PARTICIPANT in the learning process. And most
importantly, enjoy your experience with the language and culture.

NOTA CULTURAL: En los paises hispanos es bastante frecuente comer en
restaurantes. Hay toda clase de restaurantes de comida local e internacional, y también
se encuentran facilmente las cadenas americanas de "restaurantes de comida rapida"
(fast-food restaurants) y pizzerias, especialmente en las grandes ciudades. En Espafia
es una costumbre ir a bares donde se sirven "tapas" (hors d'oeuvres) y bebidas. Es
comin también en los paises de habla hispana encontrar "cafeterias" (coffee shops),
donde la gente se retine para tomar café y conversar sobre deportes, asuntos sociales,
politicos y artisticos. En general, en los restaurantes hispanos hay bastante ruido,
porque la gente frecuentemente conversa en voz mas alta y discute diferentes asuntos
con mucho entusiasmo.’

NOTA CULTURAL: En los paises hispanos, especialmente en dias de fiesta, cuando
las personas no tienen mucha prisa, se quedan conversando después de comer. Esta
charla de sobremesa (after-dinner talk) puede durar varias horas. Otra costumbre de
los paises hispanos, la siesta (nap), es todavia comtin, especialmente en las ciudades o
pueblos mas pequefios, donde las personas no tienen que darse tanta prisa para volver
al trabajo después del almuerzo.

Expressions with tener

 In Spanish, the verb tener + noun is used in many idiomatic expressions where
English uses 70 be + adjective. You have already learned tener . . . afios in
Lesson 2. The following expressions are introduced in this lesson:

tener calor . to be hot

tener frio to be cold
tener hambre to be hungry
tener miedo (a/de) fo be afraid (of)
tener prisa to be in a hurry
tener sed to be thirsty
tener sueifio to be sleepy

» To indicate very, use mucho or mucha, according to the gender of the noun:

Ellas tienen mucho frio. They are very cold.
El tiene mucha hambre.* He is very hungry.

* One says mucha hambre because el hambre is 2 feminine noun but in the singular
form it takes the masculine article.

Prepositional Pronouns

Prepositional pronouns are pronouns that follow a preposition.

singular . plural
mi me nosotros/as us
ti you (familiar)
Ud. you (formal) Uds. you
él him ellos them (masc.)

e Prepositional pronouns have the same forms as the subject pronouns, except the
first and second persons singular mi and ti.

» When used with the preposition con, the first and second persons singular forms
become conmigo and contigo:

(Vas conmigo al restaurante? Are you going to the restaurant with me?
No, no voy contigo. Voy con ella. No, I'm not going with you. I'm going
with her.

NOTE: While the pronoun it is generally used in English, it works differently in
Spanish. In Spanish, a noun referring to an animal or thing is not generally replaced
by a pronoun when it is a subject or an object of a preposition, as is the case with the
English it, they, and them.

For example, to say "The glasses are on the table” replaced by pronouns, "They are on
it", in Spanish, one would either say the whole sentence:

""Los vasos estan sobre la mesa", or omit the entire subject:

""Estin sobre la mesa." ‘ '

Direct Objects

» A direct object is a noun or pronoun that directly receives the action of a verb and
answers the question what? or whom?

 When using direct object pronouns one avoids repeating nouns and makes for smooth,
quicker communication.

Ella toma café con leche. She drinks coffee with milk.

What does she drink? She drinks coffee with milk.

El café, the coffee, is the direct object noun of the verb. It is a masculine singular
noun, so it is replaced by the pronoun lo.

Ella lo toma con leche. She drinks it with milk.
El invita a sus amigas al cine. He invites his friends to the movies.
Whom does he invite to the movies? He invites his friends to the movies.

Sus amigas, his friends, is the direct object noun of the verb. It is a feminine plural
noun, so it is replaced by the pronoun las.
El las invita al cine. ‘ He invites them to the movies.

NOTE : In some areas of Spain and Latin America, le and les are used instead of lo and
los as the direct object pronoun to refer to male individuals.

The personal a

* In Spanish, when the direct object of a verb refers to a specific person, animal, or
anything that is given personal or human characteristics, it is preceded by the
preposition a. This is called the Personal a. There is no English translation or
equivalent for the Spanish a.

Visito a Roberto. - I'visit Roberto.
Invitamos al sargento. We invite the sergeant.
Ella cuida a sus gatos. She looks after her cats.

The personal a is not used when the direct object of the verb is not specific:

Necesita un buen cocinero. He needs a good cook.

The personal a is not generally used with the verb tener:

Tengo una cocinera excelente. I have an excellent cook.
El tiene tres hermanas. He has three sisters.

The position of direct object pronouns in relation to the verbs

 The direct object pronouns follow the same position rules in relation to the verbs as
the reflexive pronouns.

 The direct object pronoun is placed before the conjugated verb:

Ellos preparan la ensalada. - They prepare the salad.
Ellos la preparan. They prepare it.

* In constructions consisting of a conjugated verb and an infinitive, direct object
pronouns can be placed before the conjugated verb or attached to the infinitive:

Ta vas a comprar las frutas. | You are going to buy the fruits.
T las vas a comprar.

Indirect Objects

* Anindirect object is a noun or pronoun that indirectly receives the action of a verb
and answers the question fo whom? or for whom?

- » Indirect object pronouns have the same forms as the direct object pronouns except
in the third persons, le and les.

El le sirve café a su esposa. He serves his wife coffee. (to her)
To whom does he serve coffee? He serves his wife coffee. (to her)

Su esposa, his wife, is the indirect object noun of the verb. It is a singular indirect
object noun, so the pronoun le is used.
El le sirve café. He serves her coffee. (to her)

Le and les may need clarification, although in context or conversation, one will
usually know to whom they refer. Clarification is oftentimes made by using the
preposition a + the prepositional pronoun or the indirect object noun.

~ Elle sirve café (a ella/a su esposa). He serves her coffee. (to his wife)

The phrases in parentheses may be omitted from the sentence or may be used for
clarification or emphasis. The indirect object pronouns are used even if the
prepositional pronouns or the indirect object nouns are included in the sentences.

The verb gustar: (to be pleasing, to please, to like)

In Spanish, the verb gustar is used to express likes, dislikes, and preferences. While
you are learning how to use gustar, it may be better for you to translate gustar as "fo
be pleasing to" rather than "fo like" since this verb is accompanied by an indirect object
pronoun.

The subject of the verb gustar is whatever is doing the pleasing. Gustar agreesin -
person and number with the subject of the sentence. The indirect object pronoun
indicates who is being pleased.

» To say that one or many people like one thing, use this structure:
indirect object pronoun + gusta + singular noun

Me gusta el pan. (Bread is pleasing to me.)/I like bread.
Les gusta el pollo. (Chicken is pleasing to them.)/They like
chicken.

* To say that one or more people like more than one thing, use this structure:
indirect object pronoun + gustan + plural noun

Le gustan los postres. (Desserts are pleasing to him.)/He likes
: ' desserts.
Nos gustan las uvas. (Grapes are pleasing to us.)/We like
: grapes.

 To negate the above sentences, add no before the indirect object pronoun:
No me gusta el pan. 1 do not like bread.

NOTE: Gustar can be followed by an infinitive verb to express the idea that one likes
to do something. The singular form of gustar, gusta, is used, regardless of how many
things one likes to do. ‘

You
will learn more about passive constructions in future lessons. '

Talking about the past

There are two simple past tenses in Spanish: the preterite and the imperfect. Each tense
has its specific uses, and they are not interchangeable. Their differences are based on the
ways these tenses look at past events. There are regular and irregular verbs in both
tenses. In this lesson and in Lesson 17 we will deal with the preterite tense of regular and
irregular verbs. We will deal with the imperfect tense of regular and irregular verbs in
Lesson 18. We will learn more about when to use each tense in Lesson 19. The following
is general information as to what each tense is used for:

e The preterite answers the question What happened? and is used to describe an action,
condition, or event seen as completed in the past, regardless of its duration, repetition,
or the length of time involved.

e The imperfect answers the question What was happening? and is also used to describe
an action, condition, or event that used fo happen, seen as habitual or repeated in the
past.

NOTE: In English, when would is used to describe a repeated action in the past, it
corresponds to the Spanish imperfect tense.

More about passive constructions: introduction to the passive voice

In Lesson 14 you learned about impersonal and passive constructions with se + verb.

In this lesson you will learn some uses of the Spanish passive voice. It will be reviewed
more in depth in future lessons. In a passive construction, the subject is the recipient of
an action performed by somebody else. The passive voice is less commonly used in
Spanish than in English. In Spanish, it is frequently encountered in news articles, such as
those found in newspapers and magazines. It is also referred to as Estilo periodistico,
Journalistic Style. -

As in English, the Spanish passive voice is formed with

More about the past participles will be introduced in future lessons. The past participle
agrees in number and gender with the subject of the sentence. The passive voice is most
commonly encountered using the verb ser in the preterite tense.

e Formation of the past participle

Spanish past participles are formed by dropping the infinitive ending and adding -ado to
-ar verbs and -ido to -er and -ir verbs:

» The imperfect answers the question What was happening? and is also used to describe
an action, condition, or event that used fo happen, seen as habitual or repeated in the
past. In English, it can be translated in several ways, depending on the context.

The soldier studied Spanish every day.

The soldier used to study Spanish every day.
The soldier was studying Spanish every day.

NOTE: In English, when would is used to describe a repeated action in the past, it
corresponds to the Spanish imperfect tense.

» Roman numerals (los niimeros romanos) are commonly encountered in Spanish in
written material referring to dates, centuries, or historic figures.
When read, ordinal numbers are used for values from ten and below. Cardinal
numbers are used for values from eleven and above, as in the example below:

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Choosing between preterite and imperfect

You have already learned the basic uses of the preterite and imperfect tenses. In this
lesson we will learn when to choose one tense over the other when both of them are
needed to express past events. The choice depends on the meaning the speaker wishes
to convey.

» Some time expressions that often accompany the preterite are: ayer, una vez,
la semana pasada, de repente, en ese momento, and other expressions that
indicate completed events in the past, regardless of the length of time involved
or how many times the events were repeated.

» Some time expressions that often accompany the imperfect are: mientras, siempre,
frecuentemente, generalmente, a veces, todos los dias, and other expressions that
indicate ongoing, unfinished, or repeated events in the past, without reference to the
beginning or end of the event described. When using the imperfect, the speaker
transfers him/herself mentally to a point in time in the past, viewing the event as if it
were happening before him/her, as in story-telling.

expressing actions in progress in the past

In Lesson 7 you learned about the uses and formation of the present progressive tense. In
this lesson you will learn to describe an action that was taking place in the past. Spanish

- uses a verb phrase composed of the verb estar conjugated in the preterite or the imperfect
tenses and a present participle (-ing form) of any other verb.

o The preterite progressive is used to indicate that an action was in progress in the past,
focusing on it as a completed event.

Your class has been selected to publish this month's two-page issue of the school
newspaper. This experience will be a part of your Spanish Basic Course training.

You have been tasked to write 3 news items about crimes or accidents, 3 human interest
stories, and an article about how school activities and instruction were in the past.

In order to accomplish your task, you will have to read newspapers and select and
summarize 3 news items about crimes or accidents. You will also listen to 3 recordings
with stories of human interest and write summaries. Finally, you will interview a teacher
who has been working at the Defense Language Institute (DLI) for about 25 years in
order to write an article comparing life at the school today with the way it was many
years ago.
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Classroom Activities

For this BRIDGE, you will be doing the following activities in class:

e brainstorming key vocabulary related to the situation,

reading international newspapers,

listening to recorded human interest stories from a radio hot line,

extracting information from authentic reading and listening texts,

taking notes,

writing interview protocols, _

at DLI some years ago,

¢ synthesizing information and writing the articles that will be published in the school's
newspaper.
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Step 1: Brainstorming

Brainstorm as a whole class in Spanish. In order to write the articles for the newspaper,
you will need vocabulary related to the topics. Establish which topics you have to write
about. You can find this information listed in the Situation, on the first page of this
BRIDGE. Then brainstorm vocabulary related to each topic. Refer back to the lists you
prepared at home.

Step 2: Reading, Selecting and Summarizing News About Crimes and
Accidents from Newspapers '

Work in three groups. Go to the library or the Hemeroteca (Spanish Department reading
room) and look for articles about accidents and crimes in the newspapers. Spend some
time reading and searching for interesting articles. Then each group will select one article
and prepare a short summary of it in Spanish. Include headlines, such as those you see in
a newspaper, as well as pictures, if appropriate.

Step 3: Listening to Recordings of Human Interest Stories

You have received a recent audio tape from a radio hot line which contains 3 recorded
human interest stories. In order to write the 3 articles on human interest stories that you
plan to publish in the newspaper you will have to listen to them.

Split into the same three groups as before. Your instructor will give each group a copy of
the tape and then leave the room.

Listen to each of the 3 stories once without stopping the tape to get the general meaning.
Then listen again for specific information and take notes. Listen as often as you need.
You will not understand every word, but you will be able to pick out key words and
pieces of information pertinent to your task. Disregard things that are not clear to you.
Remember: getting a simple gist and taking notes is a Final Learning Objective (FLO) of
the Spanish Basic Course.

As a class decide which group will be writing about which of the stories. Now each

group will write a short summary of the chosen story to be printed in the paper. Be sure
to create headlines for your stories. '
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Step 4: Interviewing a Person

In order to complete your task of writing a section in the Spanish newspaper about how
school activities and instruction at DLI were in the past, you will have to interview a
longtime instructor of the school.

Prepare written questions which will elicit responses about what the Presidio looked like
25 years ago, how language instruction was conducted, and about how class schedules,
exams, food and physical training were in the past. Feel free to prepare questions for any
additional information that you consider pertinent to your task.

You will interview a Spanish teacher. Your instructor will play the role of this person.
Work as a whole class and take turns asking him/her questions. When you are not asking
questions, take notes on what you hear, writing down essential information that will help
you complete your task.

Remember: conducting interviews and taking notes are Final Learning Objectives
(FLOs) of the Spanish Basic Course.

Questions Answers

As a whole class, synthesize the key information that you have obtained and write the
article in Spanish that will appear in the newspaper.
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Step 5: Assembling the Newspaper

You should now have all the articles you need to assemble the Spanish newspaper. As a
whole class decide the layout of the paper. Then choose an editor, who will briefly check
your articles, and a person to be in charge of assembling your paper on the computer.
Decide if you can do this at school or at home.

Once the newspaper is finished deliver it to your instructor, who will arrange to have it
printed.

In Lesson 21 you will share your newspaper with other Spanish classes and read the
newspapers produced by the other sections of your class.
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
