The Argentine government
today ordered the arrest of the. highest officials
(executives) of the powerful private consortium
"Bunge y Born", two of whose owners were freed following
payment of a fabulous ransom to the guerrilla band that

kidnapped them.

The brothers Jorge and Juan Born, remained for nine
months in the hands of the "Montoneros” guerrilla
organization, whose commandos kidnapped them in a
spectacular and bloody operation on September 19.

On being known here that both had been freed, the
clandestine movement announced Friday that it had
collected a 60 million dollar ransom, the highest in
the history of political kidnappings in Argentina and
presumably the world. .

Bogota, Colombia. Large scalo military operations are
taking place some 400 miles north of here, with the
purpose of surrounding a guerrilla band that ambushed
a -111ta:y patrol on Tuesday, military sources informed
today in this capital.

Bogota was calm Friday, the first day after martial law
was declared for the entire country, which allows the
military to conduct summary trials, with no appeal
rights for those accused of guerrilla activities, re-
bellion, illegal possession of weapons or explosives, or
any other crime which places the public peace in danger.

Three soldiers have been killed in the north in the last
(few) days, and a helicopter was damaged in combats held
between the army and the guerrillas.

The combats have occurred in the mountains of San Lucas,
in the province of Bolivar, which is very wild (unculti-
vated) (country).

A military spokesman informed that many residents of the

arsa help the guerrillas and that some have been arrested,
suspected of collaborating with the rebels.
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
