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INTRODUCTION

These cumulative glossaries (Spanish-English / English-Spanish)
list all lexical items which appear in the 50 Dialogues and Narra-
tives of the functional Spanish course developed for members of
SEAL Team FOUR. Entries are arranged as follows:

a. SPANISH-ENGLISH glossary
The Spanish entries appear in the left column arranged in
alphabetical order. Their English equivalents are in the
right column.

b. ENGLISH-SPANISH glossary
The English entries appear in the left column, also arran-
ged in alphabetical order. Their Spanish translations ap-
pear in the right colum.

When consulting these glossaries, five important points should
be taken into consideration:

l. Spanish entries are followed by a number enclosed in
parenthesis. This is to indicate the number of the lesson where
the Spanish entry first appears.

means that the Spanish entry a la deriva first appeared in lesson
eighteen.

2. If the Spanish word is a noun it is also followed by its
corresponding definite article enclosed in brackets < >. This is
to indicate the gender of the Spanish noun. (For an explanation
of gender in Spanish read the Structural Notes of lesson 1.)

abertura <la> (27) aperture -

means that abertura, which first appears on lesson 27, is a femi-

nine noun whereas the word abrigo, which first appears in lesson
34, is a masculine noun.

3. CH and LL are considered separate letters in Spanish.
Therefore words that begin with ch or 11, such as chaleco and
lluvia, will appear in the Spanish glossary under CH (after the
C listing) and under LL (after the L listing).
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4. Sometimes relevant information is included in parenthesis
to further clarify the usage of a word.

5. An English word in the left column may have more than one
Spanish equivalent depending on the context of a given lesson.
In this case the English word on the left column is repeated as
many times as different Spanish equivalents are provided in the
right column.
