Rule 2. When moving from C to B, C toc A, or B
to A, the verb is ra, to go out. In
other words, when moving from South to
North, the word Is ra.

Rule 3. When moving from a small town or a vil-
lage to a provincial capital or to a
large town the verb is |én, to _go up.

Rule 4. When moving from the lowlands to the
- highlands, the verb is 1én, to go up.

Rule 5. When movement Is opposite In direction
- to the movement in rules 3 and 4, the
verb iIs xuong, to go down.

When movement Is between points whose
positions are unknown or unfamiliar
to you, the verd is di, to go.
